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ABSTRACT
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ONOMASTICS, PLACE-NAMES, INTERVIEW, TARBAGATAI DISTRICT, AYAGOZ DISTRICT, URJAR DISTRICT, LANGUAGE LAYER, TOPOGRAPHY
Research Object: Toponyms in the onomastic area of Kazakhstan (on the basis of toponymic names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urjar districts of the East Kazakhstan region). Research methods: diachronic-synchronous analysis, historical-linguistic description, narration, interpretation. The aim of the research is to study the nominative and cumulative functions of toponyms, examples of their use in fiction, to identify their forms in intercultural communication, to analyze the ethnolinguistic, lexical-semantic, historical and linguistic structures of toponyms of the indicated regions.

The results of the research: Land and water names were collected from the works of regional poets and writers, works of chroniclers, local informants (4123 names); fs a result of studying the general patterns and features of toponyms of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urjar districts of the East Kazakhstan region, toponymic dictionaries were compiled; dictionaries were introduced into the educational process as manual textbook as textbook for teaching the disciplines "Kazakh language and literature", "Philology", "Ethnolinguistics", "Lexicology". (EKSU named after S. Amanzholov, KazHLIU). Also, during the study, 4123 examples of the use of toponymes in the chronicles and works of poets and writers were collected with the participation of informants. According to the results of the research, “Toponymic dictionaries of the Tarbagatai, Ayaguz, Urdzhar districts of the East Kazakhstan region were compiled. The practical significance of the project is based on the possibility of using the research results in lessons on ethnolinguistics, history, cultural studies, the history of Kazakh and Russian literature; the results of the research are introduced into the educational process. Dictionaries as teaching aids have been introduced in the specialties "Philology" at EKSU named after S. Amanzholov, "Philology" and "Kazakh language and literature" at the Kazakh Humanitarian Law Innovative University. Significance or economic efficiency of the work: Historical and linguistic analysis of the toponymic system of these disreicts revealed the social and humanitarian nature of the homonyms of this region, rooted in ancient, medieval history and the new era, closely related to national culture and literature. The economic efficiency of the work is associated with the possibility of using the project materials in the development of programs for literary and historical tourism, in the creation of virtual historical and literary maps of the region. Perspectives of research. In the far future it is necessary to create a toponymic catalog that meets the requirements of modern technologies, as well as the creation of a unique fund of toponymic names, widely represented in the information space.
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INTRODUCTION


        Today, onomastics as one of the leading areas of national language policy in the country has not only scientific and practical, cultural and historical, but also socio-political significance. The system of national onomastics of Kazakhstan, formed over many centuries, has undergone radical changes since the second half of the XIX century. Hundreds of years of patterns and bases of names formed on the basis of the nature of the nation were damaged, the originality of the Kazakh onomastics, national features, especially its system of toponymy were damaged.The toposystem is one of the spiritual values that carries the secrets of our past and is passed down from generation to generation. It is a genealogy of ancestors, semantic units collected from the works of local poets and writers, from the legends, a linguistic artifact collected from the mouths of vigilant chroniclers in the country, museums, archives, the media.On the basis of such valuable linguistic artifacts, a national spiritual code is formed, which provides a wealth of information about the past history of each nation. In today's era of globalization, in the process of globalization, informing the people about the national spiritual codes and the spiritual renewal of our consciousness will help to preserve our national identity without being swallowed up by the superpowers.In this sense, considering the onomastic space of the East Kazakhstan region in the historical, linguocultural aspect is  the only source of replenishment of our spiritual values . The system and structure of the onomastic fund of the East Kazakhstan region will be valuable as it is a new topic that has not previously been the subject of systematic research in terms of history, linguistics and culture. These issues gave rise to the idea of a radical study of onomastic names of the East Kazakhstan region.

The main goal of the humanitarian direction is to analyze historically and synchronously the toponyms of the East Kazakhstan region, including Ayagoz, Tarbagatai, Urzhar districts in the national language from ancient, medieval and modern epochs, and consider their connection with national culture, national literature and national history.

At a time when the colonial became a victim of the totalitarian idea, the onomastic space of the East Kazakhstan region underwent great changes and was on the verge of collapse. This is because a third of the place names in the region have been changed, replaced, or revived. This situation has led to a historical distortion of the region's toponymic system.Also, due to the fact that the structure is fundamentally alien to our language, the inscriptions were incorrectly marked in the data and did not correspond to the national script, pronunciation, and this process is still partially preserved in the toponymic system of the region. Accordingly, there are conclusions that try to prove that the original names of our national language are not specific to the Kazakh language, but an introductory name. Therefore, the topical issue is to make historical diachronic, comparative synchronous analysis of place-names by grouping, sequencing and systematizing the toponymic system of Ayagoz, Tarbagatai, Urzhar districts of East Kazakhstan region, to consider ways to prove their lexical and semantic aspects in accordance with the grammatical system of the Kazakh language. .

Regional toponyms are a unique database, which has accumulated informational value and is still preserved in the mouths of the country, expressing the vision and understanding of the country as a whole . A lot of work has been done in this area as part of this project. To achieve them, language materials were collected from the works of poets and writers of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urjar districts, the work of chroniclers, encyclopedic materials and messages from the local population. Lexical and semantic features were considered, divided into semantic groups and historical-linguistic aspects were considered and explained.

The ethnic identity of the Kazakh and ancient Turkic toponymic systems was considered, and the etymological analysis of some nomenclatures was made. Features and similarities between toponyms in the Altai and Bayan-Ulgii regions and toponyms in the areas under study were identified. We can see that collected names refered to historical events, ancestral settlements, geographical features, flora, fauna, color, number, and others and these are the names given to the peculiarities of the topography.According to the results, an interim report of the research project on the topic “East Kazakhstan onomastic space is a manifestation of national code and  revival of the spirit." in 2018 and 2019 with state registration numbers 0218РК01328 and 0219РК00925 was presented to the joint-stock company of  the Committee of Science  “National State Center for Scientific and Technical Expertise" of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Land and water names or toponyms are complex and multifaceted phenomena that have their own characteristics and functions, relating to language, speech, ethnicity and society. Thus, it was observed that place-names are closely connected with culture, history, ideology, nature, types of economic management of the population and the way of life of the ethnic group. Despite the test of time, by recognizing our common Altai and ancient Turkic symbols in our toponymy and introducing them to the public, we recognize our past, our invaluable deep-rooted history through our language. Thus, we want to strengthen our national code.

1 Onomastic space of land and water names of urzhar district of East Kazakhstan region  

         1.2 Classification of land and water names of urzhar district of East Kazakhstan region

         Toponymy is a branch of onasmastics, a field of linguistics that studies personal names.Onamastics includes toponymy, cosmonymy, zoonymics, and consists of other several such areas. Toponyms are divided into several types. Depending on the nature of geographical objects, they can be oikonyms (names of settlements), hydronyms (names of water), oronyms (names of mountains), urbanonyms (names of urban objects), goronyms (names of streets), necronyms (names of cemeteries), and others. The name of small geographical objects is called a microtoponym, and the name of a large land and water covering a certain area is called a macrotoponym [1, 48 p.].
The nature of names, the reasons for their occurrence and semantic features have fascinated scientists since ancient times. The famous German philosopher, materialist L. Feuerbach said, "A name is a distinctive sign. I represent any visible sign of what is described as matter. "In any case, it is known that there was certain regularity in the assignment of geographical names. For example, the nomads' livelihood was greatly influenced by the topography, climate, water, plants, and animals.

Naming of geographical objects, land and water has its own laws. Typically, only one of the overflowing features of an object is considered to be meaningful to the person and is the basis for the name of that object. Therefore, the geographical name always means the nature of the mind, the attitude of society. Land and water names not only describe the properties and condition of the place, but also indicate a certain rare feature of the object.

The emergence of geographical names is a continuous creative process that identifies objects in the language of the population. It shows that the formation and development of geographical names is closely related to the entire life of mankind, the life of each nation and its own historical, cultural, economic, and other features. For example, nomads who study and understand time and space, moving in the longitudinal direction, like the birds of the year, were constantly in the favorable zones of nature. The basis of their life was four-legged animals, and with their livestock they made the benevolent Mother Earth an eternal abode for life. One of such areas is Urzhar district.

All proper names in any language, including place and water names, form the onamastic space of that language. Onamastic space is divided into several groups according to the features of formation, semantic nature, grammatical structure. The onamastic space continues from century to century, from generation to generation.

The question of what a proper name is and how it appeared, has attracted the attention of many scholars in the field of onamastics, including those who work to determine toponyms through scientific interpretation. And the true and complete onamastic conclusions about the formation of names should be made on the basis of not only purely linguistic, but also philosophical, logical, historical, ethnographic, geographical, and other materials.

The lexical and semantic classification of the toponymy of the Urzhar region was based on the works of the above scientists. The most common of these is the lexical-semantic classification. Taking the semantics of geographical names as a basis, many scientists have developed toponyms with the names of animals, plants and herbs, and others, dividing them into several groups. They can be divided into several groups by to Table 1 in terms lexical composition and linguistic layers.

The toponyms of Urzhar district also contain microtoponyms made of human names. They are called anthropotoponyms in onomastics. Every tribe and clan of nomadic Kazakhs had winterings and pastures. Kazakhs, who were engaged in animal husbandry, moved to the fertile lands, inhabited and occupied the pastures and wintering grounds, gave them names and titles.Usually, the first names of these lands were given to the leaders of the country, the elders of the country, the rich and the people around them, heroes and biys. The names of some heads of clans became tribal names, and the names of places and rivers named after their honor became genotoponyms and ethnotoponyms. “The names of settlements contain the most common names, surnames, nicknames,” said E.M. Murzaev [1, p. 159]. 
The composition of the toponymic system of the region consists of a broad description according to illustration 1.
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Illustration 1 - The composition of the region's toponyms
Anthroponyms used instead of toponyms are not as stable as other place-names. Toponyms formed from personal names tell about the sedentary, nomadic life of people and develop in accordance with the main ways of toponymic nomination. This difference is especially evident in the toponyms that describe human activity. The toponymic nomination arising from the person and his activity is closely connected with such categories as names, nicknames, surnames of the individuals who make up anthropotoponyms. It is also closely related to the names of the people, nations, tribes that make up ethnotoponyms, and the names of the branches of tribes that form the basis of genotoponyms.

In ancient times, the abundance of microtoponyms was closely linked with private relations,   settlements in tribes and clans. Later, the establishment of collective farms and socialist society in the Kazakh steppes led to a slowdown in this process. Villages were enlarged and former small settlements began to disappear. Their proliferation has led to the gradual obsolescence of names. At present, many microtoponyms are preserved in the names of settlements, hydronyms, oronyms and have been used for centuries.

Ethnotoponyms and anthropotoponyms in the Urzhar region: Aitbay, Amangeldy, Atabay, Atygai, Baigana, Bugybay, Bukhar, Yedilbay pond, Eltai, Abeu, Zhamanai, Zhanai, Zhanibek, Keldimurat, Kenenbai, Korpebai, Kabanbai, Kazymbet, Karatyshkan Zhailauy, Kurman, Sankaibai, Urkimbay, Zhanibek, Kastey, Kisyk, Nurym, Umirzak, Ordabay, Tauke, Kozhan, Kurman, Mereke, Mukanbay, Nurtaza, Oraz, Olzhamurat, Manak, Tokpak, Bedeli, Kenenzhal, Kolbay, Segizbay and others.

Hydronyms are the names of water bodies. Hydronyms in this region: Ai, Akkol, Akkaiyn, Aktogai, Akshoky, Alakol, Argaitu, Botabay, Eginsu, Emel, Zhaman-Aikun, Zhety Su, Abdyra, Aktogay, Burgen, Yedilbay pond, Emel, Zhaitobe, Zhalanash lake, Zhaman-Aikun, Zhamantau Togan, Ulken Teke, Urzhar, Sharbakty, Zholbolys, Kereitogai, Koktuma, Koldenen, Karatuma, Sairamkol, Zharbulak, Espe, Karaktat, Mukanshi, Zhasylkol, Zhemenai, Zhetysu, Lai, Katynsu, Kara Emel, Kainar, Kyzylbel, Kargyba, Sasykkol , Sokyrtuma, Sybaty and others. Each of the rivers, lakes and springs has its own characteristics and history of naming. Collected names are 282, which is 25% of the existing names.
Oronims are the names of mountains, hills, cliffs. Collected names - 187, which is 18% of the existing names. For example, Bakhtatau, Kozhyr, Akshauli, Altynshoky, Arasan, Arkaldy, Bakhty, Bardyktau, Barkytbel, Barkyt, Bil-Terekten, Botamoynak, Barlyk, Balatobe, Kusak, Bukhar, Mayly-Zhair, Kyzyl Beldeu, Manyrak, Zhaksy Zharsta, Zhaman Zharstas , Zhuanzhota, Kensai, Keregetas, Kerentas, Kishi Kogildir, Kisi Bukhar, Karaungir, Karlykezen, Konyrborik, Konyrshauli, Salkynbel, Saikan and others.

Oikonyms are the names of settlements (villages, settlements, cities). Collected names - 299, which is 27% of the existing names. Among the collected names, we give preference to oikonyms, because they are in the forefront in terms of numbers. Oikonyms included not only villages, settlements, cities, but also traditional settlements of the Kazakh people: kystau, zhailau, kuzeu. In particular, the study of place-names in the Kazakh language, based on the achievements of modern linguistics, with a focus on the linguistic, cultural, historical, extralinguistic view of the nation as a code of cultural information, the linguistic nature and ethnocultural nature of toponyms, lexical and semantic features are also a source of national identity.
Necronyms are the names of graves, tombs, domes. The total number of names is 48, which is 5% of the total number of names. The Kazakhs have a special respect for ghosts, probably because they keep in mind the principle "Not satisfying the dead, the living won't get rich". In general, the names of graves, tombs and domes are directly related to the name of the person placed there. First of all, they were built on the reins of the country's affairs, or on the biys. (Bekbosyn Dombayuly is a skillful biy of Karakerei Semiz Naiman. During the seizure of hostages in battles with the people of Naiman Kazygul, who was well acquainted with Kunanbai and Abai, one of the residents of Tobykty died. Abai came for kun (payment for blood, in the form of a material fine).When the Kazyguls heard that Kunanbay's volost (administrater at that time) son Abai was coming, the Kazyguls brought Bekbosyn biy (a judge) ...) [2, 18]; secondly, as a monument to the heroes who defended the country and the land, who stood out in the battles, and possessed terrible power. (Tautan batyr dome, in Kokterek).

In the toponymy of Urzhar district there are many geographical names associated with color. According to illustration 2, common adjectives are black, white, red, yellow, and blue. For example: white –Akbastau, Akzhazyk, Akbulak, Akzhar, Akirek, Akkol, Akkabak, Akkilet, Akkayin, Akparak, Akkoyan, Aksuat, Aktas, Aktogai, Aktogan, Akshauli, Aktuma, Akshi, Akshoky; black - Karaagash, Kara taiynsha, Karabuirat, Karashilik, Karabastau, Karabulak, Karabuta, Karabutan, Karazhal, Karakezen, Karakol, Karakul, Karakuduk, Karakum, Karakursak, Karamoyl; wellow - Saryterek, Saryzhazyk, Saryarka, Sarytau, Sarybel, Saryozek, Sarykemer, Saryolen, Sarykolgen, Sarytobe, Sarytuma, Saryshyganak; blue - Koksala, Kokozen, Kokzhaidak, Koktuma, Koktal, Koktekshe, Kokterek; brown -Konirshauli , Konirborik; red - Kyzylbeldeu, Kyzylzhuldyz, Kyzylshoky, Kyzylbulak, Kyzylzhuldyz, Kyzylzhyngyl, Kyzylkazakh, Kyzylkashar, Kyzylkiya, Kyzyltas, Kyzyltobe, Kyzyltu, Kyzyltuma; chubary - Shubarbaital, Shubar agash, Shubaraigyr; green - Zhasylkol; ala - Alakol

When considering the lexical and semantic features of place and water names of Urzhar district, we noticed that in terms of color, the first place is taken by white, the second place is taken by black, the third place is taken by red, yellow and then blue. When land and water names are given color names, it is clear that white is more important than other colors. This is because white is often associated with hydronyms.

Toponyms related to zoonyms (animals and birds) include Zhylandy, Itemgen, Itishpes, Kunanzhal, Kobelekty, Kargaly, Koshkarkol, Tekebulak, Tulkili, Tulkili kyiyk, Biesimas, Zhylky otkeli, etc. Toponyms with the names of domestic animals are metaphorical names or indicate an event that took place directly in connection with a particular animal. For example, the name Kunanzhal is associated with an identification mark, according to local etymology, the name Biesimas means "a place where a pregnant mare cannot fit" in a narrow part of the mountain. Considering the thematic group of names related to the names of animal world, it is impossible not to dwell on the existing phrases associated with livestock, birds and animals in the Sahara, fish living in their water which were food, clothing, tools in the life of the Kazakh people for centuries.

There are many phytonyms (plant names) in Urjar toponymy. For example, Kyzylzhyngyl, Besterek, Burgen, Dolanaly, Dongelekshi, Zhidebay, Taskayin, Koktal, Kokterek, Kamyskala, Karabuta, Kamysty Kopa, Karamoyil, Kos Terek, Sholakterek, Sarterek, Karatal, Kaindy and others. Nomadic conditions, the livestock industry forced the population to pay attention to various natural phenomena.From ancient times; people have learned to see the everyday events around them, to understand natural phenomena and their general laws. They tried to use these laws, the results of experiments to his advantage. Thus, the properties of the plant were singled out and taken as a place name. We can observe that the names given to plants reflect the customs, traditions, beliefs, rituals, economic traditions, the course of historical events, national features and others in the life of the people. 

Numbers in linguistic units according to illustration 3, formed depending on the numerical ratio of the composition of toponyms, are often: 3, 5, 7, 40, hundred and thousand and other numbers. The names formed by numbers differ in meaning and content, most of which also depend on the sanctity and properties of numbers in the Kazakh sense.

All numbers have their own peculiarities and meanings. There are a lot of place-names associated with numbers. The word "kos (double)" is used to name adjacent natural objects and means "two". For example, Kosterek, Koskelinshek, Kosmola, Koskuduk, Kostobe, Kosshoky and others.

Names associated with number one: Zhalgyzkuduk, №1 farm

Names associated with number three: Ushashi, Ushkon, Ushkulis, Usharal, Ushasha, Ushbiik, Ushbulak, Ushtentek, Ushinshi, and others.

With numbers four: Tortkol, Tortbeit, Fourth and others.

Land and water names related to the number five: Besui ridge, Besbai, Beszhyldyk, Beskempir, Beskuduk, Besterek, Bestom and others

Toponyms associated with number seven: Zhetyaulie, Zhetykezen, Zhety su, Zhetynshi. 
Toponyms consisting of forty, one hundred and thousand do not indicate the exact number of this geographical object, they are used in the meaning of "many". For example, Kyrykkuduk, Kyrykoshak, Mynbulak,

The given language units were grouped according to the purpose of the work and semantic nuances were considered. The onomastic material that formed the world of national cognition of the ethnos under study is a semantic unit of spiritual significance and value, added to the lexical fund of the Kazakh language. The thematic field of the considered onyms, the frequency of use of onyms belonging to a certain thematic group were determined. Land and water names, associated with color and number, reflect the creativity of the people, the height of the general national thought, its cultural level.

Each name is an invaluable historical heritage that can be traced back to antiquity. The name of any geographical object is given for a specific purpose. Our nomadic people knew well every hill and mountain, rock, river and lake of the steppe.Their life , their care for their livestock taught  them  such wisdom .Therefore, the study of toponyms differs from other linguistic categories by its deep historical, linguocultural nature. In this regard, one of the signs of the process of modernization of our society is the study of the nature of the linguistic phenomenon in relation to the worldview, history, customs, culture, religion and mentality of people who speak this language.

In conclusion, one of the keys to preserving our national code is a comprehensive study of place names. Land and water names of the Urzhar region are an integral part of the country's history, folk culture, a herald of the spiritual code.

1.2 Linguistic layers of the toponymic system of Urzhar district in the historical and linguistic aspect 
The East Kazakhstan region, including Urzhar district, is a rich region that provides a lot of information from our deep history. The results of archaeological excavations in the region provide information about the culture and history of the ancient Sakas, Huns,ancient Turkic, ancient Uyghur, Uisun tribes.Traces of ancient states can be seen not only in ancient artifacts and historical data, but also from our native language, toponyms, which are a layer of our language, that is, from our toponymic system.The formation of place names of the district was influenced by the Saks, Hun, ancient Turkic tribes, Uisuns, Kipchaks, Mongols, Dzungars and Russians, who began to settle in the region after the "Stolypin reform". As a result of historical periods and tribal shifts on the stage of history, when one tribe is replaced by another, it is obvious that the ancestors of the land and water also change according to the language of that tribe, or adapt to the language sounds.It is known that place names of any region are not formed immediately.They are the fruit of hundreds of years, decades. That is, as we have seen from above, the toponymic system of language always has a historical character.The scientific etymology of a particular toponym cannot be considered outside of history. Therefore, in the study of toponymy of a particular region, it is especially important to consider the names of places and waters from historical point of view. The historical nature of toponyms makes it possible to provide more information about the past of the region. It is possible to describe the period and who inhabited a certain area from the place-names by their folk and scientific etymology. At the same time, the tradition of dividing the system of toponyms into layers according to the stages of formation dates back to the seventies of the last century. It is used in the works of researchers of A. Abdrakhmanov, E. Koishibaev, A. Alimkhan, B. Biyarov and others.

A. Abdrakhmanov, a well-known scientist who studied toponymy and etymology in Kazakh linguistics, prefers to use the term "stratigraphy" in the study of toponymic layers.The term stratigraphy is a term that has recently entered the field of toponymy from the science of geology.The dictionary of foreign languages ​​defines "stratigraphy - a branch of geology that studies the forms of stratification of rocks and the formation of crustal layers in the historical chain"[3, p. 47].In other words, in the creation of place-names in the system of toponymy, historical periods can be considered as forms of stratification, including the study of substrate toponyms belonging to the oldest strata [2, p.58].Researcher E. Koishibayev shows 5 language layers of the toponymic system in the Kazakh language on the basis of chronological classification:

1. Very ancient layers that preserve the elements of ancient languages ​​(elements of Sanskrit, Indo-Iranian languages: tal, ar, bal, sar, gar, kan);

2. Ancient strata (al, ala, bala, kar, shar, char, kok, bai, tugai), which retain the elements of the conventional Turkic-Mongolian language association;

3. Layers of Turkic languages ​​or layers reflecting the peculiarities of the composition of the family of Turkic languages;

4. Layers reflecting the features of modern Turkic languages ​​(Kazakh, Kyrgyz, Altai, Karakalpak, Bashkir, Uyghur, Turkmen, Azerbaijani, Uzbek, etc.); [4, p. 19]

5. Toponymic layers based on the Russian language, that is according to E.M .Murzaev [1], "the top layer".The researcher U. Yerzhanova focuses on the ancient strata of toponyms of Western Kazakhstan, classifying them as ancient Turkic, Oguz-Kipchak, Arabic-Persian, Mongol, Russian and New strata [5]. Researcher B. Biyarov, A. Alimkhan show the Turkic layer, Kipchak layer, borrowed layer and main layer of general toponyms.

However, this does not mean that each language layer was formed in a certain historical period and has not been changed at all in later periods. It is a historical fact that since its formation, each geographical name has changed due to historical, geographical and social factors. There are also hybrid names that combine the toponyms of two or three languages ​​under the influence of migration. In some cases, on the stage of history, several peoples who spoke the same language in the same region, at the same time, contributed equally to the linguistic situation, including the formation of toponyms. In times of war, the defeated people were forced to move slowly from their homeland, and many of their spiritual heritage names were quickly replaced by names in the language of the victorious people.Thus, the composition of toponyms of Urzhar district is very complex due to the historical periods of the region. Therefore, in the formation of language layers of place names, it is possible to form a classification of language layers that is unique to the toponyms of the Urzhar region. This classification is the basis for the study of toponymy of the region to determine the lexical layers of toponyms of different epochs. It is obvious from the collected toponymic materials that the toponymy of the region preserves the lexical layers of the ancient times. Many of these names are not found in our modern literary language, and the meaning of these words is not widely understood today.Thus, the determination of their initial lexical meaning, the level of phonetic change of the sounds contained in them provides the necessary information from the early lexical fund of our language. Therefore, it is important to consider the toponymy of the Urzhar region diachronically, to determine its historical stratigraphy. Finally, the Urzhar region, which has a very rich history, can be divided into etymological, historical, geographical names and the following linguistic layers can be distinguished:
1) the old layer ;
2) the all-Turkic layer of the early period;
3) the Arab-Iranian layer;
4) the Mongol layer;
5) the Russian layer;
6) new layer .

The material data found during archeological excavations in the territory of Urzhar district and the corpse of the "Sak princess" characterize that the ancient layer of the toponymic system here dates back to the ancient Altai, Sak and Hun eras. It is impossible to say exactly the period of development of Turkic languages ​​in the Altai period. It covers about the period up to the III century BC. Altai scholars divide this period into two parts: 1) the common epoch of Altai languages ​​- this is the undivided period of clan - tribal languages ​​belonging to the Altai family; 2) The period of separation of languages ​​belonging to the Ural and Altai families, and then the period of division into branches of Turkic, Mongolian, Tungis-Manchu, Korean-Japanese languages. After that, the Hun era began from the third century in BC.and  covers the period up to the V century BC.Historical data about the Hun era have been scientifically proven. If we consider that the tribal alliances and tribes that lived in this great period inhabited East Kazakhstan, including the Urzhar region, one of the clearest proofs of this can be found in the system of toponyms. At the same time Tarbagatai, Sholadyr, Sayasu and other names can be noted. The basis for this is the common geomorphological terms and hydronic terms. For example, in the toponymic system of the Republic of Tuva,  Kyrgys Tei, Kyzyl Tei, Uzun Tei, the Altai mountain range stretching in the Altai Mountains, the Tarbagatai mountain range bordering it through the Sauyr in the east, the southern part of Tarbagatai are located in Urzhar district.The common denominator of these names is the component "tei" and the use of all three in the sense of mountains, hills, ridges, mountain ranges. In the work of the scientist B.K Ondar "Dictionary of Tuva toponyms" the following description is given: “The word "Tey"- hill, fell, crown (head). In the toponymy of Tuva it is a common term used to denote hills, low mountains ... "[6, p. 58]. Here Kyrgyz Tei means Kyrgyz mountain (hill), Kyzyl Tey means Kyzyl tau (Red mountain) (hill), Uzun Tey means Uzun Tau (Long mountain) (hill). Also, in the works of scientists studying the Altai region, there are conclusions that the Altai toponym - "Altyn Tei", means "Altyn tau (Golden Mountain)".Over time, the Altai language, as well as the Turkic languages, underwent a process of generational change, and the name Altyn Tei - Altai may be restored [15]. Here, we also see that the component "Tai" is used in the meaning of "tau (mountain)". We believe that the "tai" component in the name of the Tarbagatai mountain ranges in the East Kazakhstan region means "tau (mountain)", which has been formed since the ancient Altai period. This is because the Tuvan language belongs to the Sayan group of the oldest Turkic languages. It belongs to the group that preserves the use of the sound "d" in the middle of the word in their language. In this language, along with the features of the ancient Turkic languages, the features of the ancient Altaic languages ​​are preserved.Basically, the Southern Altai dialects (Teleut, Telengit), which have preserved Altai language, belong to the group of languages ​​that have adopted the sound "i" in the middle of the word and use of the word "tau (mountain)" in the form of "tu - tulu", that is, "tau (mountain), tauli - mountainous". Despite the fact that the word tau (mountain) in the Altai language is tu, we believe that the use of the form "tai" in the toponym of the component "Altai is a trace of the Altai era. Thus, there is no doubt that the component "tai" in the name "Tarbagatai" is a full-fledged word that means "tau (mountain)". It also means that the name does not come from the Mongolian language, but belongs to the ancient stratum, which retains the features of the ancient Altai epoch.To this day, the conclusion that Tarbagatai is a name derived from the Mongolian language, meaning "Suurly", requires another look at the scientific etymology of the name. If we consider, the use of the word "tau (mountain)" in all Turkic languages ​​and dialects from ancient Altai to the present day in in the form of tai-tei-tag-dag-tav-tau-tuu-tu-ty, the component "ty" in the names Okpety, Almaty, Arganaty means " tau (mountain)".That is, it is not difficult to understand that it was formed from the usage of "Windy mountain ", "Mountain with many apples", "Mountain of Argana". In Urzhar toponymy we think that another toponym belonging to the ancient layer is "Sholadyr" plain.In the explanatory dictionary of the Kazakh language "adyr" - 1) was described as a hilly land, which is connected to each other [7, p. 18]. The word "adyr" which is found in almost all other Turkic languages means two deprived parts of the river in the Tofa dialect of the Turkic languages, in the Khakas dialect it means the spinning channel of the river, in Tuva it means the second branch of the river, in Kyrgyz it means mountainous region, convex, in Tatar it means " divarication of the river"[6, p.16].As we can see, in the Turkic languages and dialects, the term geomorphological, hydronymic, used in the form of adyr – azyr - aiyr, has two meanings: the first one means the mouth of the river, the split part; the second gives the meaning of the rugged terrain. In any case, we believe that the word "adyr", which is a productive component in the creation of toponyms in almost all Turkic languages, is the oldest layer in the stratigraphy of toponyms, assimilated into all Turkic languages since the Altai family.

The common Turkic layer of the early period contains elements of the ancient Turkic era dating back to about the 5th century AD. The linguistic data of the Khazar, Bulgarian associations, Oguz, Kipchak, Karluk unions, East Turkic, ancient Uyghur and Kyrgyz unions, which began to form during this period, provide a wealth of information from the ancient Turkic layer. Also the stone inscriptions of this period, written in the ancient Turkic alibi are also important data. The Kashgari dictionary of the Karakhanid epoch also plays an important role in determining the linguistic data of the toponymic system. It can be called a dictionary of the first geographical terms.We note that the names of lands, waters and settlements found in Mahmud Kashkari's work "Diwani lugat-it-turk" [8, p. 3] are included in the toponyms used in the modern Kazakh language. For example, Karasu, Maralsu, Eginsu, Beskuduk, Bittibulak, Naiman kala, Bortobe, Egizkuduk, Zhaitobe, Akzhar, Urzhar, Karazhar, Karasaz, Karashoky, Koitas, Kyzylsaz, Mynbulak and others.

The fact that the vocabulary of all modern Turkic languages ​​(except for some phonological and morphological changes) is unchanged in the Kazakh language is a strong proof that these languages ​​have their historical origins in the Turkic language and form a common Turkic layer. This opinion also applies to place names. The fact that toponyms appear in the Turkic languages ​​in the same form and semantics shows that geographical names have reached us with ancient content. These properties are especially evident in the toponymic determinants. Because the forms of water, mountain, plague, ravine, river, lake can be found in the same meaning in the ancient toponymic system. Historical topformants are common to all Turkic languages ​​and form a common Turkic layer.

The general Turkic layer of toponyms of the Kazakh language consists of root and derivative words. Although they have semantic similarities with the general Turkic lexicon, the difference is reflected only in some phonetic and morphological changes. For example, the word "Ala" in the name Alakol, found in the Urzhar region, is common to Turkic languages. In Turkish, the word "ala" is said to be a mixture of several colors. The color of the lake water was variegated, which led to the formation of the above toponym. The composition of the lexicon of the Kazakh language differs in that it is fully or partially in common with the lexicon of the languages ​​of the modern Kipchak group. Therefore, the development of the lexical structure of the Kazakh language can not be considered in isolation. Because the nature of the general Kipchak language models is reflected at all levels of the language. It forms the basis of the Kazakh language in toponyms dating back to the Kipchak period.
The Arab-Iranian layer of the names of the lands and waters of the Urzhar region is closely connected with the adoption of Islam by the Turkic-speaking tribes."The Arab conquest was due to the spread of Islam," Through Muslim mosques, some religious terms of the Arabs entered our language as the names of settlements, holy places, cemeteries, graves”[9, p. 194].Auliye (in Arab- Aulia)- a saint is a preacher, a follower of God [10, p.81].For example: Auliebulak, Aulietas, Auliebesik, Aulieungir, etc. Zirat (Cemetery) (in Arab- Ziarat) - a grave [9, p. 233]. For example: Tokshara ata ziraty, Tolek and Bolektin ziraty, Shinike Batyr ziraty , Baizhigit ziraty, Nogai ziraty, Alexander ziraty, etc.

Also, in the VI-VII centuries, our toponymic system clarifies the influence of the Iranian language on the lands of Urzhar district, which borders on the Iranian peoples inhabiting the lands of East Turkestan and Zhetisu. The name Shuryk, found in the Urzhar region, is probably an example of this. Shuryk (Persian surah) means a hole, or a narrow hole through which passes [10, p. 641]. It is possible that the name Shuryk, which is found in the Urzhar region, is formed due to its natural features. At the same time, one of the etymologies of the name Makanchi shows that the name came from the Persian language. That is, mohan means fish in Persian. There is a conclusion that describes the formation of the name Mohanshy - Balykshy by adding the suffix -shi, which gives rise to the name of the Kazakh language, and later this name became a place name.

The Mongolian layer of land and water names of Urzhar district dates back to the period of the Mongol invasion in the XII century. Due to the Mongol domination, Mongol names began to appear in the Kazakh lands. However, the addition of Kazakh toponyms with Mongolian names, as mentioned above, is not limited to the period of the invasion. Some of the names found in the territory of the Urzhar region indicate the depth of the historical connection between the Kazakh and Mongolian languages. For example, from the toponyms of Isattyng Karagany , Bozkaragan, Maikaragan we see plant names with ancient Mongolian lexical parallels, which are common to both languages. Structure: Turkish. qara // mong.qară + ancient turk. ï "agash (tree)" + yana. In modern Mongolian, the suffix -yan (a) is a productive suffix meaning "decrease". In the Kazakh language the suffix-kai ​​found in the words betkei(surface), toskei(breast), kalakai(nettle), etc.,  means “decrease” [11, p. 33].

Plague - in the Altai language: 1. stack, heap; 2. outdated. The heap of sacrificial stones is given in honor of the spirit of the mountains - obo, obogo [15, p. 398].

A. Abdrakhmanov's research suggests that the word oba-oboo in the ancient Mongolian languages means ovoih-uyilu, ovooloh-uyu, ovoolson-uygen, uyil in the Mongolian language [2, p. 58]. From the toponyms associated with the word oba in the Kazakh language, we see a small hill, a pile of things. The name Chaganoba is found in the Urzhar region. We believe that the words of the Mongolian origin, that are part of the place-names, which have existed since ancient times are traces of the ancient Altai epoch.

Naryn is the name of a river in the Urzhar region. In general, the word Naryn is found not only in Kazakhstan, but also in Kyrgyzstan, the Republic of Tuva and Kalmykia. Scholars differ on the name. One of them says that in the Mongolian-Kazakh dictionary "naran" means the sun [12, p. 304], E. Murzaev shows that it comes from the  Mongol word thin, delicate [13, p. 304]. We believe that the word "Naryn" comes from the Mongolian word "nariyn", which means territory, size, rather than the word "sun".

Based on the large number of toponyms common to the Kazakh and Mongolian languages, the Mongol layer can be considered as a separate group from the borrowed layers (Arabic, Persian and Russian). This is because the names in the Mongolian language are more common in the toponymic system of the two languages than in the borrowed toponyms [14, p. 174].

The formation of the Russian layer of toponyms in the Urzhar region is closely linked with Russia's colonial policy. Kazakhstan's accession to Russia has not only changed the historical, political and economic situation in Kazakhstan, but also influenced the onomastic system of the Kazakh language. Russia began to pay attention to the Kazakh steppes in the XVI century. It is well known that the annexation of  politically and economically important Kazakh lands to Russia, which is the largest trade route connecting Central Asia and the East, will improve its trade, economic, political and military position in the East. Frequent invasions and threats by the Dzungar invaders to the Kazakh steppes brought the Russian and Kazakh states closer together. The Kazakh ambassadors to Russia at that time had a strong influence on the conquest of the Kazakhs by Russia [16, p. 43].

The relocation of peasants from central Russia and Ukraine to the Kazakh steppes during the Stolypin reform of 1904-1911 in the early twentieth century also left its historical mark on the toponymic layer of Urzhar. Novo-Troitsk (Karabuirat), Blagodatnoye (Terekty), Pokrovka (Swamp), Nekrasovka (Salkynbel), Novo-Andreevka (Barkytbel), Irinovka (Kokozek), Aksakovka (Horizontal), Kirovka (Kalaturone), which are found in Urjar district. ), Podgornoe (Karasaz), Vostok (Kaindy), Petrovsk (Kyzylbulak), Mirny (Kokterek), Zakharovka (Bakhty), Polivalnoe (Eginsu), Kamyshevka (Katynsu) and other  names give a trace of these historical events. The Russian layer in the toponyms of Urzhar district can be divided into two: one - the names formed in the early twentieth century, the other - the names formed in the Soviet era for the purpose of destroying our spiritual code, erasing our national consciousness by russification all toponyms in the Kazakh language.

In the second half of the XIX century, under the influence of toponyms, which began to penetrate into the Kazakh steppes, the long-standing ties of the Kazakh tribes were broken, leading to a mass change of ethnographic toponymy. The names of kuzeu and kystak, which were previously used by Kazakhs for wintering cattle, and the names of kokteu and zhailau, where cattle were raised,, were gradually replaced by new names. The national toponymy of Kazakhstan has changed, and the national names in its system have been purposefully changed to Russian and colonial administrative figures, special people of the tsar of the Romanov dynasty, the best missionaries, military leaders. Scientist M. Myrzakhmetov calls them "Toponyms of colonization" [16, p. 224].

The policy of changing the geographical names of the colonized Kazakh steppes was carried out by the tsarist akims using a number of tricks:

1.The new colonized lands were dominated by tsars and grand dukes from the Romanov dynasty, military leaders, governor-generals and tsarist leaders who were directly involved in the colonization of the land.

2. The colonial government, not forgetting about the ideologically reliable Orthodox clergy and missionaries, began to spread the names of saints and clergymen, as well as religious holidays and famous churches. 

3. Repetition of geographical names in the metropolis in the new colonized territory, thereby using the method of instilling the spirit of religion in the local population.
 4. Due to the lack of new toponyms for the vast colonized Kazakh steppe, local settlements, toponyms were translated into Russian by the method of tracing (copying).
 5. In particular, by adding the word "Novo" to the names of kings and princes from the Romanov dynasty, the method of replicating people's names in local toponyms was used [16, p. 224].

In the system of toponyms in other layers of the language there is a constant process of development and maturation. The development and evolution of geographical names is characterized by close relations with society. Society also has a great influence on their formation and stabilization as the name of a particular object. Of course, personal names, including toponyms, are an integral part of folk culture. Migration among the population, the elimination of the consequences of the migration process, both geographical names, is one of the main tasks facing all the Turkic-speaking countries that have achieved independence today.
It is well known that the national toponyms formed in the Soviet era did not always create favorable conditions for the development of Kazakh toponymy. They have replaced the historical names of our people, which have been inherited for centuries. Thus, we can say that in the Soviet era, national toponymy has lost some of its history. However, after the dark night, when the sun rose and when we gained our independence, almost all Russian names in the region were renamed into Kazakh with the participation of prominent figures and linguists of the Urzhar region. Today, these names form a new layer in the toponymic system of the district. For example, the names Kokozek, Salkynbel, Batpakty, Eginsu, Zhana Tlek and others are the result of that.
In conclusion, it can be said that the toponymy of the Urzhar region has its own unique, stratigraphic features. Each of its stratigraphic layers covers the historical features of the region, the historical migration processes in these areas. Therefore, it is clear that the stratigraphic layer plays a significant role in determining the features of the toponymy of the region.

1.3 The history of the formation of some toponyms in the Urzhar district in the linguo-cultural aspect
         An integral part of Kazakh onomastics - toponyms are linguistic artifacts that have absorbed some of the values of the way of our people over the centuries. This is because in everyday life, thousands of toponyms interact in the course of language use and play a role in the life of every person.
          The Kazakh people have long been accustomed to nomadic animal husbandry, following the hooves of animals, choosing the conditions of the land according to the condition of the animals, emphasizing the specifics of the land - place names are a very important factor in studying the history of the language. As a result of the cumulative accumulation of Turkic origins, national identity, worldview, customs and traditions in each name, the names of settlements, people, zhailau, kuzeu, kystau are given with special accuracy - historical toponyms as a valuable way to form national identity.

Every gorge and ridge, mountains, rivers and lakes of the native land tell the story of the past. There are many legends and stories about the history of the formation of each place name. Each name has a historical field, individuals, a linguistic field dating back thousands of years, which formed the basis of its formation. The next generation should know all this. Therefore, in our article we decided to study the history of the origin and development of the name "Urzhar", which tells the history of the region, from ancient Turkic times to the present day.

The river, the settlement, a large area located on the southern slope of the Tarbagatai ridge in the East Kazakhstan region, is called "Urzhar". Today there are many opinions and conclusions about the history and etymology of the name. However, before talking about the formation of any toponymic name, it is necessary to pay attention to the history of the place, the nature, the historical events that took place in the region. Starting from the south-west of the Tarbagatai Mountains on a high cliff, the Urzhar River, which flows into the Alakol Lake, which is full of various springs, estuaries and tributaries, may be the basis for the formation of the name of the settlement. The archeological find "Princess of Urzhar" found in the area of ​​the Taskesken-Bakhty highway dates back to the 6th century BC. It is possible that the period of formation of this name dates back to the III-IV centuries. It is also possible to predict the period of formation of the toponym by etymological analysis of the components of the name "Urzhar". One of the most popular legends about the formation of the name "Urzhar" is that the south-western part of Tarbagatai was called "Uri Zhar (Thief Ravine) ", because the deep ravines and rugged hills were a great place for thieves to hide their stolen cattle. In another legend, it is said that if a herd of cattle, grazing along a river flowing down the mountain, enters a rugged ravine, it is difficult to find it, so it is called "Zhardyn ozi uri (Ravine is thief itself)", "Uri Zhar (Thief ravine)" and later "Urzhar".

Also, a group of local historians and residents of the region claim that the name has nothing in common with the phrase "Thief ravine" and associate the name of the region with another legend. In particular, in ancient times in the region lived very beautiful girl from Kalmykia, who deserved to be “Urip auyzga salarlyktai zhar” (very beautiful wife). The beautiful girl became the wife of the Kazakh hero. There is a legend that after that the name "Urzhar" was formed.Academician S. Kaskabasov in his work, who analyzed the types of legends that underlie the formation of toponyms, concludes: “The second type of toponymic legends includes works in which the name of a place is transmitted not associated with a specific historical fact, but through an event  which reflects the general reality, as well as the origin of this or that place, water and rivers, which are not related to any mythical concept, but are based on fantasy. The content of these legends is often tragic, the story ends abruptly, the event is abruptly interrupted, and the heroes find themselves in a deplorable situation” [17, p. 150]. Based on this scientific conclusion, we understand that the above legends describing the formation of the name "Urzhar" are unfounded. According to Turkic scholars, it takes at least a hundred years for a regular expression to form. Thus, in order to form names based on legends, legends must first become history. Then, the use of the word "place of legend" should be spread among the people by word of mouth and be fully accepted by the people. This will take about half a century. Therefore, there is no doubt that the name "Urzhar" was formed even before the Kalmyk period.

According to researchers predicting the history of the formation of the name "Urzhar" on the basis of biographies and diaries of travelers, the researcher Serikbosyn Saidygalievich, in an article published in the newspaper "Alash Ainasy" on January 3, 2015, draws his conclusions about the formation of the name "Urzhar" on the basis of "Moonlight ”(1638-1691), written in the Oirat language by Radnabhadra, a talented student who followed in the footsteps of the spiritual and political leader of the Oirats after the death of Zai Pandit (1638-1691): “On page 61 of the Russian translation of the work of Radnabhadra, the author of the life of Zai Pandit, who came to the Kalmyks in 1648 and  lived in the Tarbagatai mountains and gave them spiritual food: “[Zaya-pandita] spent the Autumn of the year of the bull (1649) in [the district] Ulukhun between [the rivers] Ur and Yar. He spent the winter in Khara-Buta, downstream of the sume, on the [river] Bora-Tala " it was said.The source of the River Urzhar starts from the River Kishkenetau on the right and the River Kosak on the left, and in the middle is the Taldybulak spring, and they all merge near the Urzhar village.The source of the Urzhar River starts from the Kishkenetau River on the right and the Kosak River on the left, and in the middle there is the Taldybulak spring, and they all  merge near the Urzhar village.The Kishkenetau River originates from the gorges of Akberdy Peak and flows down to the foothills, while the Kosak River flows along the vertical gorges of the mountains, descends along the bottom of the deep gorge, before  reaching the plain, and differs from each other.It is not difficult for an observer to understand that the words "Ur" and "Yar" in the Kalmyk inscription above mean our rivers flowing from the Or (height) and Zhar (cliff). It is obvious that the combination of the two words forms the waters of "Or Zhar" [18]. According to the researcher, at first the name was "Orzhar", then after sound assimilation it changed to "Urzhar". Aspirant S. Abdrakhmanov also agrees with this opinion.In  his  article published in the newspaper”Egemen Kazakhstan” on October 31, 2018 in the issue № 208 (29439), the researcher S. Abdrakhmanov: “The Urshar River flows in the south of the East Kazakhstan region and in the north of the Almaty region. It starts in the north east of Atbas Mountain and flows into Alakol in the north. In the East Kazakhstan region there is a mountain,  district and  a village  of the same name, with the River Urzhar. And how can one understand this name?The Russian meaning  of "ur" is "blow", "zhar" is "cliff". The correct scientific name of this river should be Orzhar (Orzhar). Because its length is only 206 km, it starts at an altitude of 2267 m above sea level and flows into the Alakol Lake at an altitude of 343 m, that is, the slope of the river (level difference) is 1924 m.The slope of one kilometer is 9.3 m (1924: 206 = 9.3). The Nura River, which flows in the plain, is 978 km long, starts at an altitude of 1283 m and flows into Tengiz Lake at an altitude of 304 m above sea level. The slope of the Nura River is 4.2 m (1285¬ 304 = 979), that is the slope of 1 km is only 1 m, ”he says, comparing the river flowing from the hill, claiming that the name“ Urzhar ”is“ Orjar ”[19] .Researchers who claim that the name "Urzhar" is derived from "Orzhar" probably based their conclusions on the nature of the region, on the nature of the river flowing from the heights.

Also, the opinions of journalists who have made a scientific conclusion on the name "Urzhar" by describing the linguistic features of the components of toponyms in linguistics, that is, the period of use of words, the period of phonetic change, the expansion and contraction of meanings are not unreasonable. For example, some researchers believe that the name Urzhar is made up of two components ... Here the word or> ur means "deep" and the word zhar means "river". Thus, the name means "deep river" [20; 57].However, the researcher A. Nurmagambetovich proposes his conclusions, objecting to the above statement: “The author calls this place“Urzhar”, not “Urzhar”. In many other sources - "Urzhar" ... We cannot support this opinion of the researcher. First of all ... it is necessary to look for the first meaning of the compound word "ur" [20, p. 57]. Initially, the word "ur" in the ancient Türkic language meant "before, long ago", with the addition of the word "zhar" the phrase "former cliff "appeared. However, the applicant was convinced that his opinion was wrong. Considering that "ur" in Radlov's dictionary is the phonetic equivalent of this word in the sense of height, he claims that the name "Urzhar" means "high cliff" because of the physical and geographical features of the area [20, p. 57].

Onomastics scientist T. Zhanuzakov noted that in general, the etymological analysis of the name "Urzhar" by researchers in the version "Uri Zhar" often does not give positive results:  "In the analysis of personal names, in the discovery and definition of their etymology, there is a tendency to resort to false, folk etymology" [21, p. 9].Also, onomastic scientist B. Biyarov, who is engaged in in-depth study of the toponymy of the East Kazakhstan region, said in an interview with the newspaper "Zhas Alash": "Kazakh mapping has not yet been established. The reason is that the map is made by geographers, and journalists and toponymists are not involved.Saying that , Shanagaty and Urzhar were written with errors on the last map of Kazakhstan - in the versions of Shanagaty-Shanakatty and Urzhar-Uryzhar, he explains that the name is not "Uryzhar" but "Urzhar" and offers a new concept related to the formation of the name "Urzhar": "Urzhar in the ancient Turkic form ur / urin is derived from the adjective "ak (white)", that is, the name is Urzhar / Akzhar (White Cliff) "[22]. 

In any case, there is no doubt that the name "Urzhar" is a very ancient name. The components of the toponym are a clear proof of this. If we take into account that the name of the settlement "Urzhar" was formed on the basis of the name of a river,  then we can find the gyronym and geographical term "Zhar (Cliff) ", "Zhar Ozeny(Cliff River)" in the Orkhon-Yenisei inscriptions "jar - yar" [23, p. 238], «jar ügüz - yar uguz» [24; 258]. The use of the word "zhar" as a place-name in the ancient Turkic period adds to the evidence that the name "Urzhar" is a toponym belonging to the ancient Turkic stratum. In the medieval Mahmud Kashgari dictionary, the word "yar" was replaced by "a ravine, a ravine formed by the downward flow of water" [25, p. 1068], in the work of Abu Hayyan, "jar (the cliff) is a vertical rock" [25, p. 1068]. Also, the historian H. Kurbangali in his work "Tauarikh Khamsa" describing that the Chinese built a fortress called "Biar" in an area called "Tamdy" in the area of modern Urzhar after the"May Water Reconciliation"   writes that the name "Biar" means " bida yar ", bid" - "white" in Chinese, "yar" - "jar" in Turkic.According to the researcher, the name is based on the color of the cliff, which means that the mound,  located next to the, chaotic white cliff, is called "Biar / Akzhar(White cliff)". At the same time, the historian noted that at that time in the region there were many high cliffs and other names of places such as Akzhar, Pushyk Zhar, Kishi Zhar, Ury Zhar, Kysyk Zhar, Irek Zhar, and others, created by the  geographical term "Zhar" [29, p. 109, 131]. From this we can see that there have been many large and small cliffs in the region since ancient times. The meaning of the word "Zhar" is an ancient Turkic, medieval and even today a geographical term, a toponymic name. Thus, the presence of the geographical term as a component in the formation of a particular place-name is a normal phenomenon in the field of toponymy. Since the word "zhar" is a noun, it is appropriate that its previous component is an adjective.

The first component of the toponym "Urzhar" is being studied by researchers in the variants "ur", "ur" and "or". Researchers, who derive the name "Urzhar" from "ur", describe the word "ur" with the adjectives of deep, former, long, high, white. As mentioned above, it is possible to form a place-name by describing the natural features of a particular place. In general, the slopes of Tarbagatai, Urjar district have a beautiful and picturesque nature.We believe that the opinions of researchers that the name "Urjar" was formed as a result of the description of this wonderful nature is reasonable.In the "Ancient Turkic Dictionary" [23, p. 626], Dictionary of the Kipchak language [26, p. 298], and in the works of von A. Gabain [27, p. 306] the word "ur"is described as  a former, long, beating, blowing .However, it is impossible to draw a clear etymological conclusion by linking the second component of the name of these words with the word "zhar".This is because it is not appropriate to have such a concept as a uzak zhar (long cliff), buryngy zhar( former cliff), or uretin zhar  (a beating cliff). There are also researchers who associated the formation of the name "Urzhar" with the word "uri" - beautiful, graceful  , and proposed to name the settlement "Urizhar (in the meaning of a beautiful wife)" [30, p. 8].
As for the meaning of "ur" as "white", in ancient Turkic writings the color "ak" appears as ürüñ> örüñ> yörüñ, but in modern Turkic languages it is not used in the meaning of color.However,the word  “on’(color) which is used in the examples of  bidai ondi, oni zhaman emes, koilektin oni  in the description of color in our language, is the only expression of the word ürüñ> örüñ> yörüñ - üñ> öñ, which is actively used in the ancient Turkic language. Historically, this word was used in the meaning of "white" in the form of ürün in the era of the Blue Turkic state, in the form of ürüñ> ürüg> yürüñ in the Uyghur era, in the form örüng> ürün in the era of the Karakhanid state [28; 561].Taking into account  the peculiarities of the phonetic transformation of the forms ürüñ> ürüg> yürün in the meaning  of "white", it is possible  that the first component of the name "Urzhar" comes from the above-mentioned ürüñ> ürüg> yürüñ and takes the form ürüñ + jar> ürüg + jar> ürü + jar> ür + zhar . In this case, we consider the researcher B. Biyarov’s opinion to be reasonable. That is, taking into account the active stages of the components of the name "Urzhar", we can conclude that the name was formed by the ancient Turks or the Middle Ages, depending on the physical and geographical features of the land.There is also a phrase "Ürüñ Beg" in ancient Turkic monuments. If Ramsted says that the phrase gives the name of a certain place, mountain, river or water in the meaning of "aristocratic gentleman", Thomsen agrees that since the phrase coincides with the name "Kara buluk", these names are necessarily the names of mountains and hills.  In the Diuani lugat-at turk dictionary it is shown that “Ürüñ Beg"  – “white gentleman" means a place name .Hence, the word in the ancient Turkic name "Ürüñ", which means white, may be the basis for the formation of the name "Urzhar" - Akzhar [31, p. 156].

Researchers who developed the toponym "Urzhar" from the word "ur" ur> or> ör> örö [23, p. 370, 388, 614], [25, p. 666] - took the high, height, top, height, hill, height as the basis of the form .Scholars who adhere to this concept use the name "Urzhar" in the meaning of "Orzhar" - a high cliff, and suggest changing the current use of "Urzhar" to "Orzhar".

Also ,in the works of von A. Gabain [27, p. 102], "Ancient Türkic dictionary" [23, p. 554] there are words "teriñ urı", "urı", which are used in the meaning of "vast valley", "valley", that is, "wide valley", "field".If we take into account the use of urı + jar> ur + jar> ür + jar, it is possible that "Urzhar / Urzhar" means "field cliff" or "field on the edge of the cliff, valley".Over time, the use of the word "urı + jar / field-jar"  among people formed the name of the place. Today, if we look at the location, nature and slopes of Urzhar district, we can see the rugged valley. We do not exclude that the indicated ancient Turkic use is the basis of the history of the formation of the name.

Analyzing the findings on which the study is based, the following results can be achieved:

1. It is a mistake to make an etymological analysis based on folk legends and events about the formation of the name "Urzhar", which have no historical scientific basis;

2. In studying the formation of the name it is necessary to take into account the nature, physical and geographical characteristics, features of the region;
          3. In order to analyze the history of the origin of the toponym, first of all, the basic conclusions are formed by separating the components and analyzing each of them individually;

4. The use of the meaning of the word "zhar" in the name   as a geographical term and toponymic name since ancient Turkic times, leads the history of the name"Urzhar" to the ancient Turkic period;
 5. The first component of the name "Urzhar" is characterized by the words "ur", "ur" and "or" is being given with different etymological concepts.

In conclusion, the etymology of the formation of the toponym "Urzhar" is one of the most complex and urgent issues. We hope that our research will be a basis for future research. Analyzing the available linguistic data, we saw that the history of the name "Urzhar" dates back to the period before the Kalmyk period in the Kazakh lands. The historical use of the components of the name traces the history of the formation of the toponym to the era of the Old Turks and Uighurs. The older the history of toponyms of the region, the older the history of our country.Located on the south-western slopes of the Tarbagatai Mountains, the village of Makanchi  has a long history and today has become an integral part of the independent Kazakh state.

History of the Makanchi region directly related to the ruling of the Naiman state in the XII - XIII centuries. This is because historians prove that Makanchi was formed within this state and that both the state language and the interethnic language were Turkic. However, in the 13th century, when the modern Kazakh steppe passed to Genghis Khan and his descendants, the region came under the control of the Mongols, and the role of the Turkic language diminished.Later, during the reign of the Kazakh Khanate, the Makanchi region passed from one hand to another during the conflict with the Dzungar Khanate. In particular, from 1723, when the Dzungars gained strength and mourned the Kazakhs, until 1757, when the Dzungar Khanate was completely destroyed, Makanchi, apparently, was in the hands of this country, including the Torgauyt tribe.Probably for these reasons, it is assumed that the name "Makanchi" came from the Mongolian and Kalmyk languages. In 1757, the " May Water Treaty  " was signed between the Kazakhs, Kalmyks and Chinese, and Mukanshi came under the control of the Chinese Empire.However, as soon as the city of Biar, that is, Shaueshek, was relocated to its current location, it losts its significance as a neutral zone between the Kazakhs and the Kalmyks, and the Kazakhs began to move to the ancient settlement. In particular, large and small tribes and ancestors in Naiman, whose fields were narrow due to the abundance of livestock, settled far to the east and moved slowly.Thus, starting from 1760, at first the Kyzays in Matai under Esengeldy biy, the Zhumiks in Karakerei, and one of the four of Tolegetai, the Tortuyldars  seems to have settled before the other tribes. Following them the Tokabais, the Baiganas, the Tumas and the Bolatshilars in Baiys began to move.          

Analyzing the etymology of the origin of the name Makanchi, there are several hypotheses.In the first one it is said: “Here lived Kanshi (Healer) named Mukan, that is, a healer who takes blood from the human body. The phrase "Mukan Kanshi" was later shortened to Mukanshi. The second source says: “In this chili (reed) place there lived a man named Mukan. That's why it's called that. Also, the deceased Maksot Zholzhanovich, a West Kazakhstani local ethnographer, who speaks Kalmyk language, provided new information: "Mukanshi means “ a small gorge” in Kalmyk language. Most often, this is the name of a place located along a river flowing in a ravine”. What M, Zholzhanovich said makes more sense than previous predictions. After all, there is the Karasu River, which flows through the village. The part of Karasu that passes through the village of Makanchi is really a gorge, and two banks of the river are vertical coast.

Also Serikbay Moldiyarov, a well-known geologist and geographer, an expert on land and water names in Kazakhstan and neighboring countries,  said: “The name of Makanchi village is not Makanchi, but Mukanshi. According to Potanin and Struve in 1864, this is the beginning of Mukanchi”.The famous writer Kabdesh Zhumadilov calls Makanchi - Mukanshi. There are three tributaries of the Lepsi River. All this is called Mukanchi ” [32].
And the scientist A. Abdrakhmanov, speaking about the fact that the word “makanchi” comes from the Mongolian language, explains the following and gives another new prediction: “Kalmyk“mahn is et (meat)”, Mongolian “mah is et (meat)”, to the root of the word  “max” is added the Turkic suffix “makanshi”, that is, “butcher” ... Perhaps there are people who “specialize in meat processing” [3].

There was a period when the modern territory of Kazakhstan was under the influence of the Persians. Another study says that the hydronym "Makanshi" refers to names derived from the Iranian language: makan - mohi - fish + on (plural form) - mohion - mokhon> makan means "fish", "many fish" - "fisherman" [33].

And now the locals are convinced that the hydronym "Makanchi" comes from the word "Makan" "shi", that is Makan's shi.

However, one should not forget that even if  Mukanchi was a Kalmyk word,  that the Dzungars were once a branch of the Mongol-Tungus tribes and  subordinated to the Turkic Khaganate,, and at that time the common interethnic language was Turkic [34].

In conclusion, the etymology of the formation of the name "Makanchi" is one of the most complex and topical issues.It can be said that the name has a long history from the ancient Turks.

2 Common features in the toponymic system of tarbagatai, ayagoz, urzhar districts of East Kazakhstan region 

2.1 Lexical and semantic features of land and water names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts
Although a number of scientists have dealt with the problem of regional onomastics, onomastic schools and laboratories have not been established and have not become the subject of special systematic research. In the East Kazakhstan region, although B.N. Biyarov's, K.T Saparov's monograph and textbooks on oronyms, hydronyms were published, they did not become the subject of continuous research. In the course of the work, the works of the following scientists were considered: Domestic scientists G.Konkashbayev, T.Zhanuzakov, A.Kaidar, M.Myrzakhmetuly, A.Abdrakhmanov, B.M.Tleuberdiev, E.Koishibaev, Zh.A.Mankeeva, B.Kaliev, Russian scientists A.V.Superanskaya, B. Serebrennikov, O.T. Molchanova, E.M Murzaev and others. At present, onomastic centers and laboratories operate in many regions of Russia. Well-known centers are Karelia, Buryatia, Ural, Smolensk, Voronezh. These centers and laboratories periodically publish journals that publish the results of their work ("Questions of geography","Onomastics of the Volga region","Onomastics of Buryatia", "Questions of onomastics", etc.). The problem of onomastics is well established in Europe. One of the goals of onomastic centers is to create a unique information platform, to define the onomastic system, etc. Over the past fifty years, Russian regional onomastics has made some progress [35, p. 66].
Members of the project "East Kazakhstan onomastic space is a manifestation of the national code and the revival of the spirit" (based on the toponymic names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts), as well as undergraduates and doctoral students of the Department of Philology are working productively. It is important to collect regional land and water names on the basis of the program "Tugan Zher (Native Land)" and consider the historical and linguistic features and cultural space of the collected material. During the implementation of the project on the theme "East Kazakhstan onomastic space is a manifestation of the national code and the revival of the spirit" (based on the toponymic names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts) according to the direction of "Eternal Country", including "Native Land" for 2018-2020 years the archives on land and water names were visited and searched for materials related to the topic. The search results were reflected on the pages of the articles. Scientific libraries were visited , textbooks on onomastics, published in scientific libraries, works of cognition literary and fiction, were  reviewed and used to define and comment on the words in the register. Local history museums were visited and materials on the history of the region were considered, and samples of materials related to the topic were taken and used in compiling the dictionary.According to the project schedule, onomastic expeditions were organized and in May 2018 we went on an expedition to Tarbagatai district, in June 2019 to Ayagoz district, in August 2020 to Urzhar district.

The expedition to Tarbagatai district in May 2018 was carried out in 7 directions within the boundaries of the district. (Aksuat-Kyzylkesik; 2.Aksuat - Kindikti; 3. Aksuat - Bogas; 4.Aksuat - Kumkol; 5. Aksuat - Akzhar, Karasu: 6. Aksuat - Zhetyaral; 7.Aksuat - Manyrak). Meetings and interviews were conducted with about 90 local residents. In the course of the interview, the mentioned place-names were recorded on paper, processed, confronted with the collected materials and explanations were written in alphabetical order, Works of more than sixty poets, writers and chroniclers of Tarbagatai region were read and  names were typed [2]. In 2019, members of the project made an expedition to the Ayagoz region and met with the villagers. Many names were collected during this trip. The work of the expedition was carried out in 6 directions within the boundaries of the district, 81 people were interviewed, about 70 publications, newspapers, magazines were considered, land and water names were collected. (Ayagoz: 1. Mamyrsu; 2. Akshatau; 3.Tarbagatai; 4. Akshauli; 5. Barshatas; 6. Aktogai). During the work it was noted that the names of lands and waters of Ayagoz district are changing. It is known that in different historical periods, external, extralinguistic factors directly affect the cultural, linguistic, social and political development of all ethnic groups and nations. Undoubtedly, the change of social formation, the change of the system of public administration and its ideology leads to a change in the system of spiritual values ​​[36]. In 2020, we went on an expedition to Urjar district and recorded about 600 names from the locals. More than seventy works, newspapers, magazines were considered, land and water names were collected. Laibulak, Zhanatilek, Tasaryk, Eginsu, Amangeldy, Zhanai, Akzhar, Aksakovka, Irinovka, Kabanbai, Keldimurat,Kyzylzhuldyz,Yeltai, Makanchi, Krupskaya, Atagai, Karabuta,Konustanbur,Zakharovka,Bakhyt,Karabulak,Kabanbai,Uzunbulak,Taskesken,Sholpan,Karakol, Aitbai, Tekebulak, Altynshoky and other rural districts were visited rural and interviewed more than seventy reporters.

The main purpose of the business trips was to collect and determine the meaning of information and data based on the dictionary of place names of these areas of the East Kazakhstan region.

During the expedition, in order to get detailed information about the names of places and waters, we visited the villages of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urjar in three districts of the region, talked to the elders, recorded land and water names, legends and historical events.The data of the museum and the writings of local poets and writers for each district were also analyzed. From the pages of printed materials, about 150-180 works were read and names were collected in three districts. The information received from the informants and chroniclers was extracted from the original background to the secondary level, and the rich material collected from each source was grouped and processed in one bundle of names. The diagram shows the number of nomenclature of land and water names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urjar districts in official sources, in particular, on the map of the region and in official documents within the district. 
According to illustration 4 the results are as follows, 603 official documents, 4123 nomenclature.

In the process of grouping, we give priority to anthroponyms over other classifications, dividing about 4,200 names into several semantic groups. According to table 2, 854 names make up 20.7% of all nouns, ethnotoponyms - 120 names make up 2%. Toponyms formed from the  names of tribes and clans, famous people from their class should have  had more than  indicated, but for various reasons, in particular, during the Soviet times  many land and water names were changed and renamed (Kirov, Lenin, Ekpin, Zhana Talap, Zhana Aul, etc.); Secondly, due to the change in the economic style of the Kazakh village, which used to lead a nomadic lifestyle, the number of summer pastures, winterings, autumn herds (Buzau, Sualu, Sasan reserve, Big Syldyrama, Small Syldyrama (Karamandai) mountains, Kozzhaman, Turyptyshar, etc. .) disappeared from the memory of the people [37, p. 8]. In Kazakh history, naming a place after a person is not an extreme phenomenon, it is often an ethnic indicator of which ancestor inhabits the settlement.This is one side of the issue. On the other hand there is a tradition of naming rivers, lakes and landscapes by personal names and tribes in order to leave special events in the history of the tribe and its participants in the memory of the younger generation. For example, in the Tobykty clan there are 58 names related only to the names of springs, 30 of which are names of famous people of the same tribe [38].

In this table, 163 names for animals make up 3.9% of all names. Toponyms related to zoonyms:Aigyrkum,Zhylkyotkeli, Bukashoky, Bakaly, Boken, Akshauli, Akbozat,Akbaital, Akteke, Altyat, Atsalgan, Ayusai, Ayushat, Buritastagan, Bugytas, Buka, Burkitty, Zhagalbayly (zhagaltai, zhagalbay- birds),Zhylkyketpes, Zhylkybazy,Kokbuka, Kokbuga, Kokogiz, Kaskabuka, Kozymanyrak, Koitas, Koibagar, Koikezen, Koimanyrak, Kusmurun, Mysyk Ujasy, Sokyratan, Suyrly, Taibakkan, Taizhargan, Taizhuzgen, Taiynsha Molda, Tauyk, Tuyet, Tuyebazy, Tuyetas, Tuyekora, Tuyemoinak and others.Considering the semantic group of toponyms related to animals and birds, it is impossible not to dwell on figurative expressions related to the livestock ,birds of the Sahara ,fish living in their water, which were  food, clothing, tools  for people in their lives for centuries. Toponyms with the names of domestic animals are metaphorical names or indicate an event that took place directly in connection with a particular animal.

Toponyms related to phytonim (plant name): Akshi, Arshaly,Achyly, Beldeu Shengel, Buldirgen Sai, Donshilik, Zhalgyztal, Zhangyz Agash, Zhonyshka Kora, Zhuzagash, Kezenshilik, Kokashchi, Koktal, Kokshagyr, Kamys, Kamysbagy, Kamysty, Karagash, Karatal, Karashengel, Karashilik, Kotanashchy, Kotanashshilik, Kyzylashy, Kyzylkaiyng, Kyryktoshala, Maikaiyn, Oyshilik, Saryolen, Sarymsakty, Sulutal, Shengeldy, Shitobe, Shilibastau, Shubarshi, Chilikty, Kyzylzhyngyl, Akkaiyn, Kyzyl Moyyl, Dolanaly and others. In the process of grouping in this system, it can be seen that phytonyms are used to determine the customs, traditions, beliefs, rituals, economic traditions, the course of historical events, national characteristics, and others in the life of the people. In the tradition of linguistics there is a principle of dividing plants into several groups depending on their characteristics and their specific functions. It turned out that the names of plants, which gave rise to the names of land and water, often depend on the type of plant that grows there. Toponyms based on plant names: 220, which is 5.3% of the total number of names.

Toponyms related to white: Akshoky, Akshi, Akshal, Aktubek, Aktobe, Aktogay, Akteke, Aktas, Aktana, Akkezen, Akzhar; The number of toponyms related to green color is small: Zhasylkol, Zhasylungir; Toponyms related to blue color: Kokbastau, Kokbuka, Kokzhartas, Koktobe, Kokashchi, Kokbay, Kokbuga, Kokzhaidak, Kokzhal, Kokzhol, Kokzhyra, Kokkemer, Kokkoz, Kokkora, Kokogiz, Koksu, Koktal, Koktas, Koktekshe, Koktomar, Koktubek ,Kokshagyr,Kokshungkyr Koktuma, etc. Toponyms associated with black color: Karadala, Karakezen, Karakoi, Karaoba, Karaoi, Karaogiz, Karashashty, Karaingen, Karabas, Karabastau, Karabie, Karabura, Karabugy, Karabulak, Karaagash, Karakula (Karagula), Karazhailau, Karazhal, Karaayyk, Karakemer, Karakabak, Karakalpak, Karakuduk, Karakusaiyn, Karamergen, Karapunkit (Karapunkt), Karasai, Karasengir, Karasu, Karatal, Karatas, Karatogam, Karatogan, Karaungir, lowland of Karashapan, Karashat, Karashash, Karashengel, Karashoky,Karashotan, Karashilik; Toponyms associated with brown color: Konyroba, Konyrbay, Konyrolenkak, Konyrtobe spring, Konyrshat, etc.; Toponyms associated with red: Kyzylashchy, Kyzyladyr, Kyzylbi, Kyzylzhuldyz, Kyzylkesik, Kyzylkayyn, Kyzylkara, Kyzylkora, Kyzyltas, Kyzylbastau, Kyzylbulak, Kyzylkiya, Kyzylzhyngyl; Toponyms associated with yellow: Sarybokter, Sarybulak, Saryozek, Saryolen, Saryshoky, Sarybai, Sarydongal, Sarykol, Sarytau, Sarytobe, etc .; Toponyms related to chubary color: Shubarshi, Shubaragash. Toponyms based on the color names: 602 names, which is 14% of the total number of names.

Numbers in linguistic units are formed depending on the numerical ratio of the composition of toponyms, often these are numbers three, five, seven, forty, one hundred thousand, etc. Names involving numbers differ in meaning and content, most of which also depend on holiness and properties of numbers in the Kazakh sense. All numbers have their own characteristics and meanings.There are a lot of place-names in relation to numbers. The word "kos (double)" is used to name adjacent natural objects and means "two". For example, Kosagash, Kosmola, Kosbeit, Koskatyn, Koskongan, Koskyz, Koskelinshek and others. Names with numbers: 3.9% of the total 164 names [36].

The only sources of spiritual wealth of the people, place names are an inexhaustible source of our lexical fund. How many such names are unknown today, which are part of the path of our ancestors.The revival of the pearl of the native language left in the corner of the golden box is one of the ways to enrich our vocabulary today, and the names of places and waters that locals know are the history of the life of that people.

2.2 Word formation basis of land and water names of Tarbagatay, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts


Toponyms have their own grammatical characteristics, morphological structure, methods of formation, word-forming forms, in a word, grammatical structure. The structure of toponyms, general onomastic categories, their lexical fund, morphological structure varies from language to language. In the course of grammatical analysis of the toponymic system of East Kazakhstan, it turned out that most of them were formed by lexical and grammatical methods typical of the Kazakh language. As in other toponymic systems of the region, the toponymy of the East Kazakhstan region has its own grammatical system and features. It means that the grammatical structure of the toponymy of the region is an area that can be considered independently, and only with such consideration, its peculiarities are determined.

Toponyms of East Kazakhstan, including Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts are divided into single, double and multi-component toponyms. Depending on their structural nature. The last two are complex toponyms. Therefore, in accordance with the principles of classical word formation, toponyms of the region can be divided into single and complex. This structural feature is common to all Turkic languages.  Single toponyms are divided into primary and secondary, depending on the form. Complex toponyms are also divided into combined toponyms and compound toponyms.

Primary toponyms initially consist of one component of the root form, and are mainly composed of common nouns, without suffixes.Single toponyms are formed in the traditional way in our language, in accordance with the norms of language.

There are several ways of forming derivative and single toponyms.Among these methods, the ancient classical synthetic method takes a special place, which is formed by adding suffixes to a word in the Kazakh language, but we also see the use of new methods in the formation of derivative toponyms that are rarely found in other areas of the language.These are the methods of toponymization, transonymization and transtoponymization.

In the formation of toponyms there is a tradition to name the main word a toponym, and the lexical suffix a topoformant. Root names and compound nouns are equally involved in the toponym, because the lexical meaning is important, not the form of the root word. [39, p. 398].

Productive and non-productive topoformants, which play a special role in the formation of derivative toponyms in the toponymic system of the East Kazakhstan region, are based on the model of Biyarov [39]. We have grouped it into 3 tables.

One group of derived toponyms is formed by the above methods of toponymization, transonymization and transtoponymization.
a) The method of toponymization is the transformation of general geographical terms (determinatives) into toponyms without any additions. Toponyms formed by this method are also found in the toponymy of East Kazakhstan. For example, AkKol is a pond, Kopa is a settlement. As we can see from the given examples, most of the toponyms, which have become land and water names by the method of toponymization, are synonymous with each other and are repeated in different names in the region.

b) Transonymization is the transformation of anthroponyms (personal names) into toponyms without any suffixes. Toponyms formed by this method have been found in the region. For example, Aitbai, Amangeldy, Atabai, Atygai, Baigana, Bugybai, Bukhar, Galiya, Yedilbai pond, Eltai, Abeu, Zhamanai, Zhanai, Zhanibek, Keldimurat, Kenenbai, Korpebai, Kabanbai, Kazymbet, Karatyshkan Zhailau, Kurman, Sankaibai, Urkim, Zhanibek, Kastey, Kisyk, Nurym, Umirzak, Ordabay kabagy, Tauke, Kozhan, Kurman, Mereke, Mukanbay, Nurtaza, Oraz, Olzhamurat, Manak, Tokpak, Bedeli, Kenenzhal, Kolbay, Segizbay, etc. Toponyms formed by transonymization method are called anthropotoponyms in science of toponymy. Mostly, this method forms microtoponyms in the Kazakh language. Also, if we consider that anthroponyms are synonymous with complex toponyms, we can say that the method of transonymization is a productive method in Kazakh toponymy. The process of transformation of personal names into toponyms, toponyms into personal names is an ancient linguistic and historical-ethnographic phenomenon. Ultimately, this is a reflection of the language development process. 
c) The method of transstoponymization is the use of toponyms as the name of a new object by converting from one class to another.

Land and water names formed by this method are also included in the land and water names of East Kazakhstan. For example:

Urzhar - 1) the name of the river, hydronym; 2) the district center, oikonim;
Keldimurat - 1) the name of the river, hydronym; 2) settlement, oikonym;
Ayagoz - 1) the name of the river, hydronym; 2) settlement, oikonim.There are many such examples.

According to the grammatical laws of word-formation methods, these methods belong to lexical-semantic methods. Moreover, the methods of toponymization, transonymization and transtoponymization can be considered as a type of conversion. The productive application of these methods means that they are fully established in today's toponymic system.

2.3 Summary results of the study of land and water names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts

 
The study of national onomastics, including the names of places and waters of the East Kazakhstan region as national spiritual values, provided ample opportunities for a new understanding of the toponymic system of the region. In order to achieve certain results in the field of research, as well as to study the problems of onomastics in the university, first of all, almost all the literature on the problems of onomastics, the works on the system of onomastics of researchers of K. Rysbergen, B. Biyarov, Т. Zhanuzakov and others were reviewed, considered and selected. As a result, a theoretical basis for the study of the toponymic system of the East Kazakhstan region was formed.

In the course of study, in order to determine the boundaries of the onomastic space, the history of formation, development and transformation from ancient times to the present day of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts of East Kazakhstan region and to form a map of the toponymic system of the region, all historical, cultural, literary and linguistic data related to the problems of onomastics from the Republican National Libraries, regional, district local history  museums , district, regional libraries, archives were grouped and systematized in one place.Thus, the methodology and bibliographic data of our research have been formed. These materials became the basis for articles and research that considered various aspects of the onomastics of the region and introduced it into scientific circulation. During the whole project, the results of the research for each district for three years were published in the national scientific and periodicals, foreign publications, publications with an impact factor and presented to the scientific community and the general public.
One of the most valuable achievements of the research is the linguistic data collected from the population. Сomparing them historically and linguistically with the language materials collected on paper, they formed the basis of the dictionary of place names. Expeditionary trips organized to each of the above areas, annually within the framework of the project, were productive trips that provided a wealth of experience in learning and presenting the history, geography and nature, fauna and flora of the region. In the first year as seen in illustration 5, the land and water names of Tarbagatai district, in the second year in illustration 6, the toponyms of Ayagoz district, in the last year in illustrations 7, 8, the linguistic data of land and water names of Urzhar district were grouped by population.
Students and undergraduates of philology interested in the topic were also involved in the work of the expedition. To optimize the expedition, project members were divided into small groups, and a special interview plan was developed. According to the plan, each group went in the direction of the designated settlements. The information of the reporter who took part in the interview was recorded on a dictaphone. The informants were the villagers who know the history and geography of the region well, as well as the elders of each village, skilled hunters, horsemen, shepherds, shepherds, cowherds,villagers, the chroniclers of the region who know the area well. The messenger data was also used in dictionaries; the list of messengers was summarized and presented in a special table in the Appendix B.

As a result of the visits to the districts, a card index of toponyms was created; the collected land and water names were combined in alphabetical order. The information received from the informants was recorded on audio and video recordings. The obtained data were processed and a database of language materials was created. According to illustration 9 toponyms based on interviews from archives, libraries, museums, and local residents were matched and identified. Scientific etymological, linguistic and cultural analysis of the collected toponyms was carried out. This was a good step towards awakening the national identity of the inhabitants of the region, reviving the spiritual code by publishing the results of the expedition in the regional publications of each region, regional newspapers. In addition, the results of expeditions to the districts - a rich linguistic data became the basis for research dissertations of undergraduates and doctoral students of "Philology "specality. As a result, the students of the project members, together with their teachers, tested their joint research at international scientific and practical conferences. Fundamental research and conclusions of the project members on the topic were published in foreign scientific journals and scientific conferences. 
During the compilation of the dictionary of place-names of the region,meeting with journalists-scientists of the Institute of Linguistics named after A. Baitursynov (Ph.D. Mankeeva Zh.A., Ph.D. Rysbergen K.K, Ph.D. Kuderinova K., etc.) publications on onomastics were discussed. A review of the literature on the topic was carried out by the publishing houses "Arys", "Zhazushy", "Bilim" in Almaty.When analyzing linguistic materials, in order to reveal the nature of toponyms, the meaning of which is unclear, belonging to ancient strata, as well as contradictory folk etymology, in accordance with the schedule, planned trips to Altai Mountains,, Mongolia, Turkey were organized.oint scientific analysis were carried out with Altai and Turkic scholars, information on the issues of onomastics of the neighboring country was considered, and interviews were conducted with the population on the names of places and waters. It can be seen in 10 illustrations and 11 illustrations.
Like the first swallow of significant work, a significant result of large-scale scientific research was the "Dictionary of land and water names of Tarbagatai district." The presentation of the first large-scale scientific work of the project was organized in the Local History Museum in Semey, which presented a great spiritual treasure to local historians and journalists, linguists, educated people. Illustration 12 and 13 confirm this.The presentation of the "Dictionary of land and water names of Ayagoz district" was organized in the district akimat of Ayagoz.The first copies of the "Dictionary of land and water names of Urzhar district" also were given to readers. Dictionaries can be used as an auxiliary textbook in teaching at the university as an elective component in the discipline of lexicology, etymology. It is also used in secondary schools as a tool for local lore. Textbooks can be an indispensable tool in the teaching of local lore, as well as in the implementation of educational standards, traditional education and training.

Textbooks can be used in courses on ethnolinguistics, history, cultural studies, history of Kazakh and Russian literature; in the development of programs for the development of literary and historical tourism in the East Kazakhstan region, the creation of a virtual historical and literary map of the region, etc

The largest research product was the monograph "Historical-linguistic, etymological and ethnolinguistic features of toponyms of East Kazakhstan" by collecting, grouping, systematizing, classifying and scientific analysis of land and water names of Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts. The textbook was introduced into the educational process in September 2020 at the Kazakh Innovative Humanities and Law University.

The highlight of the project, which covered the toponymic system of the East Kazakhstan region for 2018-2020, was outlined on October 15 at the regional scientific conference "National basis in the onomastic space of the East Kazakhstan region" at the Kazakh Innovative Humanities and Law University.
The conference was held in two main areas:

1. Topical issues of general and regional onomastics;
2. Educational potential of onomastics and problems of modern pedagogical science.
The conference was held online and in a mixed format. Researchers, university teachers, undergraduates and doctoral students, school teachers and self-interested candidates, who are studying the onomastic space of the East Kazakhstan region, presented their reports in the conference.
According to illustration 15 and illustration 16 in conclusion, as a result of research aimed at studying the onomastic space of the East Kazakhstan region, we have achieved an invaluable heritage that not only reflects the history, culture, literature, language of the region, but also collects and consolidates our national heritage.
CONCLUSION


In the vast majority of works on onomastics, toponyms are recognized as part of a proper name and studied linguistically. However, Tarbagatai, Ayagoz and Urzhar districts of the East Kazakhstan region have not been systematically studied. In the course of the research, the collected names were grouped semantically, the degree of percentage was indicated, the features that formed the basis of the name were identified. The collected 4123 toponyms were grouped according to the purpose of the work and considered semantic nuances. In particular, it was found that names related to human names and ethnotoponyms  (974 names), names related to color (534 names), names related to animals (163), and plants (220) were considered as a separate group due to numerical priority. The onomastic material, which formed the world of national cognition of the ethnos under study, is a semantic unit of spiritual significance and value, added to the lexical fund of the Kazakh language. The thematic field of the considered onyms, the frequency of use of onyms belonging to a certain thematic group were determined and the possibility of motivation was opened.

Onomastic names obtained from the East Kazakhstan region and the onomastic names obtained on the basis of the expedition to the Altai region, Bayan-Ulgei region were considered from a comparative-historical, diachronic, etymological point of view. Altai and ancient Turkic common roots of toponyms were identified, lexical and semantic features were distinguished. Land and water names in Tarbagatai, Ayagoz, Urzhar districts reflect the history and events of the ancient Kazakh people. If we say that the names of settlements, lands and waters are historical letters (Aibastyn muzotkeli, Bayanzhurek), it was determined that some names refer to the natural state of nature (Aktomar), some refer to the names of ancient tribes (Maltugel), and many toponyms were named in connection with the country's liberation wars against the Dzungarian invaders in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. At the same time, it turned out that the heroic deeds of the heroes of the Dzungarian invasion (Shynkozha) were not only well preserved, but also constantly extolled in the minds of local people.

It is well known that the national toponyms formed in the Soviet era did not always create favorable conditions for the development of Kazakh toponymy. They have replaced the historical names of our people, which have been inherited for centuries. Thus, we can say that in the Soviet era, national toponymy has lost some of its history. At the time of our independence, almost all Russian names in the region were translated into Kazakh with the participation of prominent figures and linguists of the region. Today, these names form a new layer in the toponymic system of the district. For example, the names Kokozek, Salkynbel, Batpakty, Eginsu, Zhana Tlek and others are the result of this.
         It should be noted that the toponymy of the East Kazakhstan region has its own unique, stratigraphic features. Each of its stratigraphic layers covers the historical features of the region, the historical migration processes in these areas. Therefore, it is obvious that the stratigraphic layer plays a significant role in determining the features of the toponymy of the region.

It was substantiated that the collected toponyms in their composition and structure preserve extralinguistic data, features of the region, supplemented with examples from works, information from reporters, and their meanings were revealed using etymological, explanatory dictionaries.

Based on the collected materials for each region, we participated in district, regional, republican, international symposia, round tables, conferences, articles were published and presented to scientists.We took part in TV programs and published articles in the press to promote local history museums. Undoubtedly, the study of the system of geographical names of the territory of Kazakhstan is difficult. This is closely connected with the peculiarities of the settlement of several nationalities in the region, the transformation of languages ​​in historical periods, the development of those languages, the organization of toponymic research. Toponymic features of the East Kazakhstan region are insufficiently studied by modern researchers, there is no scientific literature on this topic, there is an episodic pattern in the works of domestic scientists on toponymy, there is only an indirect review of this topic. In the region, B. Biyarov and T. Saparov have works and monographs on the study of oronyms and hydronyms. However, expeditions to special regions were not organized, and the names kept in the minds of the local population, the works of poets and writers of the region, the works of chroniclers were not considered as sources.Microtoonyms were often overlooked and at the same time ignored that the nature of the people living there, their spiritual values, features of economic management and others, are a source of information, and that in the event of disputes, microtoonyms will be evidence.Therefore, these issues have contributed to the focus on a comprehensive study of the topography of the East Kazakhstan region.An in-depth study of toponyms, in turn, allows to reveal the secrets of the meaning of names, the time of their emergence and a comprehensive study of relations between people and migration, to understand the history of their homeland.
Research achievements are a source of information necessary not only for linguistics, but also for regional studies, history, archeology, geography.
