  Object: The tradition of reverence for sacred objects among Kazakhs in the context of environmental pragmatism.
Purpose: to study the tradition of veneration of shrines among Kazakhs, sacred monuments of historical and cultural heritage and objects of natural landscape in the context of environmental pragmatism based on materials of field ethnographic research in East Kazakhstan, Turkestan and Zhambyl regions. Methods: field research, observation, survey, interviewing, discourse analysis, narrative analysis, qualitative, quantitative, comparative, predictive methods. Results: there were published an article in the journal "Vestnik of Tomsk State University", indexed in the Web of Science Core Collection, articles in the journals "Vestnik of ENU" and " Vestnik of KazNU (CCES MES RK), a report in the materials of an international conference in Vienna, articles on research materials, the final collection was published, the work was carried out at the University of Sussex (Great Britain), the research materials were used in the presentation at the International symposium at the University of Foreign Studies, Tokyo. Main indicators: The collection of research materials,  articles in the indexed journal "Bulletin of the Tomsk State University", 2020 (Web of Science Core Collection), in the journal "Bulletin of ENU" (CCES MES RK), in the journal "Bulletin of KazNU" (CCES MES RK), the paper at ahe International conference in Vienna (Austria), 2018, were published; the paper at the International Symposium "Central Asia: past, present, future" at the University of Foreign Studies, Tokyo was presented. Novelty: a new look at the tradition of veneration of sacred objects in the context of spiritual renewal and environmental pragmatism, going back to the traditional worldview of Kazakhs - the idea of ​​harmony between man and nature (ecophilicity). Implementation degree: The materials of the research have been published in the article in an indexed journal (Web of Science Core Collection), and in the journals Vestnik ENU im. L. N. Gumilev, Vestnik KazNU (CCES MES RK), in the final collection of research materials, in the paper presented at the International conference (Vienna, Austria), in the paper at the International Symposium at the University of foreign studies, Tokyo; are used in lecture courses. Recommendations: fostering ecological culture in the context of the traditional concept of harmony between man and nature (ecophilicity); education of young people in the spirit of patriotism and love for their native nature. Application area: scientific and educational, environmental organizations and government agencies. Efficiency: improvement, based on the study, of measures and preventive measures for environmental protection in the context of the environmental functions of sacred objects of historical, cultural and natural origin. Forward-looking assumptions: it is necessary to continue research work in this area, to strengthen its direction in terms of coverage and familiarization with the public, youth and the scientific community.
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INTRODUCTION
 	Relevance. The tradition of honoring shrines today is of particular importance in the context of spiritual renewal and environmental pragmatism, which goes back to the traditional worldview of the Kazakhs - the idea of harmony between man and nature. In the traditional culture of the Kazakhs, the sacralization of the surrounding space was one of the adaptive mechanisms that allowed the people to survive in difficult natural and climatic conditions. Even today, a network of Holy places, Mazars, protected mountains and tracts create the "ecological framework" of the traditional life support system. Their preservation is of fundamental importance for maintaining ecological balance in large areas of our country in the conditions of industrial and innovative development of Kazakhstan, defined by the national program for the modernization of public consciousness.
Purpose: research, based on new materials of field ethnographic research, the tradition of honoring shrines among the Kazakhs, sacred monuments of historical and cultural heritage and natural landscape objects, in the context of environmental pragmatism.
Objectives: to study the history of sacralization and inclusion of historical, cultural and natural objects in the consecrated spatial context; Mazars, mausoleums, tombs of saints, ancestral ancestors of Kazakhs, whose territory is a protected area (where hunting animals and other types of unauthorized activities are prohibited); shrines, whose territories are developed as tourist and health zones; springs, "Holy wells" and other sources, whose waters are endowed with miraculous healing power; trees, mountain peaks, objects of an unusual mountain landscape; traditional spiritual and ethical aspects of the perception of nature, its objects and territories; stories and legends explaining the sacralization of the surrounding historical, cultural and natural landscape features of lakes, mountains, caves, picturesque tracts, trees; regional traditions of veneration of relics; the role and importance of the veneration of shrines in the fields of cultural-value orientations, moral values of Kazakhs; new trends in the tradition of the veneration of shrines in terms of industrial-innovative development of Kazakhstan; shrines as objects of historical, cultural, ecological and pilgrimage tourism. The objectives of the research also include: education of ecological culture in the context of the traditional concept of harmony between man and nature (ecophilicity); popularization of sacred places in order to educate young people in the spirit of patriotism and love for their native nature; assistance in the development of new recommendations for school textbooks, education of ecological culture, preservation of sacred historical, cultural and natural heritage; training of specialists in the field of ethnic ecology( ethno-ecology); implementation of dissertations of PhD and master's students in the direction of this scientific project; promotion of global dialogue and interaction in the field of environmental protection through: publication of research results in foreign indexed journals with an impact factor.
Scientific novelty and significance of the study:
The novelty is determined by a new look at the tradition of honoring shrines in the context of spiritual renewal and environmental pragmatism, which goes back to the traditional worldview of the Kazakhs, the idea of harmony between man and nature (ecophilicity). Respect for the world around us and nature as an integral part of it has always been considered an absolute aesthetic and ethical norm among Kazakhs. In Kazakhstan, as in other Central Asian countries, shrines are widely spread, which differ in their diversity: mausoleums (kumbezs), the surrounding area of which is considered sacred, individual graves with a Muslim tombstone-Sagan, mountain peaks, rocks, caves, stones, trees, water sources with healing water and sacred fish, which are associated with the veneration of nature. In the traditional culture of the Kazakhs, the custom of sacralizing the surrounding space was one of the adaptive mechanisms that allowed the people to survive in difficult natural and climatic conditions. A network of Holy places, protected mountains and tracts created the "ecological framework" of the traditional life support system. Their preservation is of fundamental importance for maintaining ecological balance in large areas, which is especially relevant in the modern period in the conditions of industrial and innovative development of our country. Traditional ritual behavior of people when visiting shrines does not allow the use of natural resources on the territory of a sacred object or in a sacred area. It also prescribes compliance with certain rules: to observe cleanliness, not to remove anything from the territory of the Shrine, except, for example, water from a sacred spring, not to move or, especially, not to split stones, not to tear grass, flowers, not to cut down trees, not to break branches, not to frighten wild animals, etc. The sacralisation of shrines and, consequently, the ban on hunting contributes to the restoration of flora and fauna: in particular, populations of argali, saigas and vegetation in the vicinity of sacred historical, cultural and natural sites. Maintaining the purity and integrity of ecosystems in places of worship creates optimal conditions for preserving and even increasing the number of rare animal species. Currently, educational and "religious" tourism has become widespread, which means that travel companies organize religious pilgrimages and thematic excursions or tours that involve tourists and pilgrims. It should be borne in mind that historical, cultural and natural monuments can be degraded and destroyed if you do not follow the rules for visiting them, and this should not be forgotten.
The scientific novelty and practical significance of the research also lies in the study of: traditional sacred perception of objects of historical, cultural and natural heritage in the context of modernization of public consciousness and preservation of the ecological system in the conditions of industrial and innovative development of Kazakhstan; the role of shrines as sacred objects in environmental protection in the modern period; synthesis of traditional and new in the ritual culture of honoring shrines among Kazakhs in changing socio-economic conditions; regional features of the tradition of honoring shrines in terms of its impact on various spheres of life of Kazakhs: culture, life, rituals, economic and family life, moral norms, as well as in public life; the mechanism for preserving and transforming historical and cultural " living "(real) forms of the tradition of honoring shrines, in the conditions of rural modernization and accelerated urbanization; shrines as objects of historical, cultural and ecological tourism; novelty is also due to the development (based on identified emerging trends in the veneration of shrines) recommendations for improving the effectiveness of environmental activities and education of ecological culture of youth; to improve scientific and educational literature in the field of environmental protection; to promote global dialogue of cultures in the field of environmental protection; publication of research results in indexed journals with high impact factor.
Questions of veneration of shrines in the context of environmental pragmatism are reflected in research: in particular, sacred natural objects are considered as an important part of the development of spirituality and religion, as well as the earliest form of protected areas [1, p.xvii]. It is noted that access to these sites is usually restricted by prohibitions for certain activities and that many sacred sites have been preserved and act as important repositories of biodiversity, but their contribution is largely ignored and underestimated by state and environmental institutions. The research draws attention to the fact that sacred natural objects are an integral part of ethnic identity and play a key role in traditional cultures and lifestyles of peoples [2, p. 2], and attention is paid to the issues of sacred environmental ethics of the environment [3].
In a number of works focuses on the sacralization of the land of peoples of Central Asia, and describes a pilgrimage to the graves of saints, folk medicine and the elements of shamanism [4; 5, pp. 363-384], draws attention to the tradition of worshipping sacred springs, trees, caves, widely prevailed among the peoples of the former Soviet Union [6, p. 363 – 384].
However, problems related to the stated topic received only fragmentary coverage in the scientific literature. In particular, it is rightly noted that "... the primary importance in the fight against the coming, and in some places already manifested, environmental catastrophe is not so much some "sparing" transformations in the sphere of material culture and material production, as in the transformation of spiritual culture " [7, p.21-32]. Attention is drawn to the fact that this transformation in some cases may mean the actualization of certain traditions and the revival of archaic elements of the worldview, which not only does not contradict modern science, but also helps to identify in the ancient layers of ethnic consciousness much more rational than previously thought [8, p.113]. In this regard, the study of the sacred land of the ancient nomads of Central Asia in the context of ancient knowledge about the relationship of the earth's nature, man and the universe deserves attention [9, p.256-272]. A number of publications are devoted to the tradition of honoring numerous Mazars, "saints", ancestral ancestors, patrons of local areas among the Kazakhs, as well as natural sanctuaries," sacred " mountains, caves, stones, trees, rivers, reservoirs, grandiose mausoleums and modest kumbezs covered with an aura of sanctity. Drawing attention to the various manifestations of reverence for nature in the folk culture of the peoples of Central Asia, the famous researcher G. p. Snesarev noted that the construction of Mazars strikingly coincided with the place where the cult of certain natural phenomena flourished [10, p.273]. For example, he draws attention to the fact that the ritual of pilgrimage to the Mazar Sultan-Bob (Sultan Vaais) included the veneration of a small pond inhabited by sacred carp, which were supposed to be fed, but forbidden to eat. The water of the pond was used for ablution; it was taken away with them [10, p. 268]. The Kazakhs have a wide tradition of honoring the tree. The exclusive attitude of the Kazakhs to the Holy tree lies in the circle of archaic ideas associated with the way of the tree of life, "a universal concept that for a long time determined the model of the world of human collectives of the old and new world" [11, p. 342, 12, p. 9]. Some issues of traditional and new can be traced in the practice of pilgrimage to sacred places in the ritual culture of the Uzbeks [4], Kyrgyz [13, p. 110], Bashkirs [14 , p. 87] and many other peoples.
Despite the diverse literature, a systematic and comprehensive academic study of the ethno-cultural aspects of Kazakh shrines in the context of environmental pragmatism, based on new ethnographic materials that reflect the traditional and new, constant changes and updates in the tradition of honoring shrines among the Kazakhs have not yet been undertaken. There are no analytical, generalizing scientific developments based on numerous specific field materials that reflect the ethno-cultural aspects of the nature protection functions of the modern Kazakh tradition of honoring nature in its entirety. There are few practical ones in this area [15, p. 126 -158; 16, p. 78 -112; 17]. Some environmental aspects of the veneration of shrines were highlighted, for example, in a study that reveals the connection of the veneration of Arystan Baba with water sources and natural forces, confirmed by the names of channels, small rivers in the South Kazakhstan region that have the Arslan component: Ugrak-Arslan-suyi, Arslan-arig, as well as the names of seasonal strong winds, which in Otrar are called "Arslan-Baba wind" (Arslan-Bab Shamali) [18, p.152], in legends and legends about saints Beket-ATA and Shopan-ATA [17]. Researchers identified a range of patron saints of places, for example, the Holy guardian of Turkestan diviner Underes-ATA (Silent man) [19, pp. 48-49], and the Holy Wirec-ATA, affecting various life situations, providing protection or sends distress over the disrespectful attitude [19, p. 54-56]. The literature reflects legends and traditions related to the veneration of mountains, for example, about the Saint Zhylagan-ATA [17, p. 98-99; 19, p. 44-45], as well as with the patron saints of wild animals-Big Gayyp and Small Gayyp, which contributed to their preservation and reproduction [19, p. 47-48; 20, p. 62-66; 21, p.59; 17, p. 87-88; 15, p. 131-132]. The sample study was conducted within the framework of the projects " Islam in Kazakhstan in the context of ethno-cultural interaction: history and modernity (historical and ethnological research)" (2012-2014) and "Islam in Kazakhstan: traditions and modern trends (historical and ethnological research)" (2015-2017), scientific supervisor R. M. Mustafina.
Research methods: method of field ethnographic research. Field ethnographic materials are "live" (not from mass media or literary sources) evidence of real ethno-ecological аnd ethno-cultural processes (taking place in the sphere of nature protection functions of shrines) in society, which should be recorded, systematized, described in detail (in detail) and analyzed. Field ethnographic materials are the basis of the science of Ethnology (Ethnography).
Field ethnographic research was carried out using a number of methods:
- included observation (ethnographic research methods allow using included observation to study the culture of a people in the context of a specific traditional life support system);
- sensitive methods of observation (which are important for understanding the actions, roles and behavior of different groups of people or individuals in the religious sphere, in particular in the rites of veneration of shrines);
- method of ethnographic survey using the developed questionnaire;
- interviewing (informal, in-depth), including discussions in different social groups, qualified expertise);
- discourse analysis (in the context of the main General scientific research methods: observation, experiment and modeling);
- narrative analysis (informal interviews, written and oral information, texts of legends, legends and other forms of information; their reading, interpretation and content analysis);
- comparative analysis is necessary to study the tradition of veneration of shrines in the past and today, regional features in this area in a comparative perspective, to compare heterogeneous scientific material, as well as to develop objective constructive conclusions about the environmental role of shrines in the ethno-cultural sphere of society in a global perspective;
- quality analysis (quality analysis), in-depth interpretive analysis of the data) is one of the main ethnological methods, contributing to the conceptual development of the stated problems, in particular analysis of differences and similarities in the history of sacralization of historical and cultural monuments and objects of natural origin different regions of the country from the standpoint of the approaches of Western and Russian scientific schools;
- quantitative analysis (quantitative analysis) allows for a more objective analysis of numerous data from the ethnographic survey of new trends and changes in the ethno-cultural sphere of Kazakhs in the context of ethnic ecology and new socio-economic conditions;
- prognostic method: forecasting processes in the ethno-cultural sphere in the context of the nature protection functions of shrines.

2.2 Results of the work performed 
In accordance with the section of the calendar plan: collected, processed, analyzed field materials collected in the East Kazakhstan region: Ust-Kamenogorsk, Semey, tarlauly, Aksuat, Ayaguz, Makanchi, Urjar, etc.; written a review of the collected field materials, a draft version of the sections of the final collection; edited reports; written articles.
Collected field ethnographic materials in Eastern Kazakhstan region: Ust-Kamenogorsk, Semey, tarlauly, Aksuat, Ayaguz, Makanchi, Urjar, etc.;
Konyr-Aulie Shrine (200 km from Semey). The famous legend of Noah's Ark is connected with the Konyr Aulie cave. It is believed that this is one of the three caves on the territory of Kazakhstan, which served as a refuge for one of the prophets during the flood. In contrast to the recent past, the cave is now landscaped, with a wooden staircase and constant lighting. It is planned to create a tourist center of international significance on the territory of the monument (Fig. 1-4).There are buildings for pilgrims. Konyr Aulie cave in Bayanaul district, Pavlodar region is the second cave associated with the legend of Noah's ark. The shrines of Konyr Aulie are also known for the fact that women who visit them soon find the happiness of motherhood. The legend of Noah's ark is also associated with the veneration of one of the mountains in the Turkestan region – Kazygurt. The veneration of these shrines is one of the examples of the imposition of Islamic tradition on the ancient cult of mountains among the Kazakhs. For a long time the Konyr Aulie cave are visiting by many tourists, pilgrims and explorers. It is no accident that the information stand emphasizes that the Shrine should be kept clean, not to drink alcohol, and also draws attention to the fact that maintaining cleanliness and order in the Shrine is the duty of every person. Unfortunately, despite all the warnings, recently there was almost a fire because of children playing with matches. There is no Parking area with an unsightly toilet.
The Bayanbai Aulie / Kara Molda Shrine (Zharma district, via Kalbatau district) is widely known not only among the local population. On the territory of the shrines are burial Banbi Aulie, built for pilgrims. Fame Banbi Aulie has earned thanks to its healing abilities. According to old-timers, he treated people by reading the Koran. The unique abilities of Bayanbai Aulie were shown in the knowledge of the surrounding nature and natural forces: trees, wind, fire, stones, mountains, and knowledge of the languages of animals and birds. He easily recognized the cause of diseases. This helped him in the treatment of mental illnesses and other ailments. Not far from his grave flows the river Terys. Its water is considered curative not only for people. Previously, it was used to drive cattle that were sick with anthrax, perform sacrifices, read prayers, and in the morning the cattle, "cleansed" of all diseases, returned home. There are always a lot of pilgrims at the Shrine in our days. They perform the rites in a routine manner. In these rites, an important place is given to the idea of the fruit-bearing and healing power of the earth and the possibility of sacral ways of communion with this power. This is the only way to explain the ceremonies in which childless women lie down on the ground in certain places (Fig. 5).
The Shrine of Yrgyzbay Aulie (Tarbagatay district, in the vicinity of Aksuat village). Yrgyzbay Aulie was known because of  for his healing gift. In contrast to the recent past, today is a modern historical and cultural complex. The center of the complex is the mausoleum of Yrzyzbay Aulie, a mosque was built nearby, a library was built, and a Museum operates. There are hotels and canteens for pilgrims. The extensive territory of the complex is equipped: the territory is paved and landscaped (Fig. 6-9).
The Shrine of Kozy Korpesh and Bayan Sulu (Ayaguzski R-n, in the environs of the village Tarlauly). In Kazakhstan, the Shrine of Kozy Korpesh and Bayan Sulu is widely known. It is believed that the Mazar associated with their names is one of the ancient monuments on the territory of Kazakhstan and dates back to the X-XI centuries. It is distinguished by a pointed dome. Architectural and construction features of the tombstone allow us to date it to the earlier period of the V-X centuries, that is, pre-Islamic time. The names of the Kozy Korpesh and Bayan Sulu is associated with a romantic history, which had tragic end. It is no accident that today they are called Kazakh Romeo and Juliet. Inside the monument is the burial of the Kozy Korpesh and Bayan Sulu. One of the local residents said that as children they often went to the Shrine with other children and saw a flower that grew between their graves every year (Fig. 10-11). The natural landscape surrounding the monument has preserved its original beauty.
Akbaur Shrine (38 km from Ust-Kamenogorsk) is a Neolithic temple complex. The historical and archaeological monument is located in a picturesque place and occupies a vast territory. It is assumed that the sanctuary was intended for ritual ceremonies related to the other world. It was suggested that the complex represented the center of the world. The center of the complex is the famous grotto, the walls of which contain traces of red ochre, which was used in drawing rock paintings. Petroglyphs have also been preserved on granite remains located on the vast territory of the unique open-air monument. The monument is an object of educational and religious tourism. Sanitary facilities located on the territory of the complex do not disturb the natural landscape (Fig.12-15).
Lake Alakol (Urjar village). The lake is famous for its healing water, which is able to heal from diseases of the musculoskeletal system, skin diseases and other ailments due to the presence of radon in it. Nowadays, there is a whole network of bases and hotels on the coast of Alakol. Tourist infrastructure is being developed.
In the village of Makanshi (Urjar district) there is a branch of the Abay Museum-reserve - the Museum of one of Abay's students, poet and singer asset Naimanbayev.

Collected field ethnographic  materials in Turkestan (South Kazakhstan) and Zhambyl regions, are processed, systematized, analyzed.
Collected field ethnographic materials in Zhambyl and Turkestan (Southen Kazakhstan) regions: Shymkent, Taraz, Turkestan, Merke, Karatau, Karnak, Baba-ATA, Sozak, Kazygurt, etc.:
Akburа mausoleum is located in the vicinity of Shymkent on an elevated scenic spot. There is a spring with healing water nearby. On the territory there are rooms for ritual meals and overnight stays for pilgrims. Everywhere there are billboards calling for cleanliness on the territory of the Shrine, not to tie votive scraps to tree branches, and to observe fire safety rules. Akbura Aulie gained fame as a spiritual leader and healer who possessed the gift of healing herbs. According to legend, he owed his healing abilities to a white camel that he raised himself. Akbura predicted impending danger (Fig. 16-17). The Kazakhs ' reverence for the camel is associated with the idea of it as a pure animal in the sacred sense. Oysyl-Kara necropolis is located 35 km from Khromtau (Karasay village, Irgiz district, Aktobe region). Oysyl-Kara is known among the Kazakhs as the patron of camel breeding. Ideas about patrons (patrons) of professional activities go back to the pre-Islamic traditions of many peoples, including the Kazakhs. With the establishment of Islam, many of them acquired the names of representatives of the official Islamic tradition. Oysyl-Kara, for example, is associated with Wais Karani (Uwais al-Karani), who is considered a contemporary of the Prophet Muhammad, but who never managed to see the Prophet. On the territory of the necropolis, the main Shrine is the burial of Oysyl-Kara. The grave structure on a large hill in the form of a stylized lattice (kerege) Yurt was erected by a local entrepreneur in 2005. On the territory of the monument are old graves of Holy healers. Special attention is drawn to healing stones that have their own specialization (treatment of vision, nervous and other diseases). Nowadays, the historical and cultural complex "Polyana Ablay Khan" is widely known in the famous resort and reserve region Borovoe, 120 km from Kokshetau. The name of the area comes from the Kazakh word Burabay. According to legend, this tract was inhabited by the prophetic camel Bura, who was the patron Saint of the area. He predicted the dangers that were coming to his land: natural disasters or enemy raids. His image is identified with a stone statue on one of the mountain peaks, resembling the legendary camel. A significant place in this complex is given to a natural stone, which is located on an elevated place and represents the throne of Ablai Khan. Recently a stone was destroyed on the territory of the reserve with the outline of a camel that has attracted the attention of many tourists over the years. On the territory of the Burabay nature reserve there are many stones that have their names due to their unusual natural forms. Local residents claim that among them there are stone sculptures of seven camels – "brothers" of the prophetic camel akbur. There is a belief that the one who finds them all, will come true secret dream.
The Shrine of Gayyp Eren Kyryk Shilten (Forty disappeared Prophets) is located in the vicinity of Kazygurt village (Turkestan region). All the objects of the Shrine are imbued with the idea of fertility. Stones and rocks on the Shrine have their own names and are associated with the feminine and masculine. This, as noted a caretaker (shyrakshy), according to natural relief "outlines" on the rocky surfaces. Here is the famous rock, split into two parts. One of them represents Adam ATA, a man, a father, and the other - Ana, a woman, a mother. According to the legend, only a sinless person can pass through the crevice. The Shrine is the object of a crowded pilgrimage. However, the pictures all sacred objects in the Shrine caretaker (Shiraki) is not allowed. At the foot of the sacred rocks is a Holy spring, the water of which is drunk by all pilgrims (Fig. 18-20).
In Southern Kazakhstan, Mazars called Gayyp-ATA are widely known. The idea that Gayyp-ATA is a lost prophet is also widespread among Kazakhs. Usually, the Saints who hide under this name do not have specific lives [19, с. 47-48].
Gayyp, is the patron Saint of wild animals of the Kazakhs, which contributed to their preservation and reproduction [21, с. 59]. 
According to one of the legends, a traveler passing by the peak of the mountain "Little Gayyp" saw a boy grazing goats. As the traveler approached, the Saint disappeared. According to another one, a herdsman who risked cutting off the top of a tree at the grave of the Saint "Big Gayyp" was expelled from his native places by a Saint who appeared to him in a dream [19, c. 47-48]. 
Saint Gayyp is a well-known character in Khorezm hagiology. "Sanctuaries with the name of Gayyb-ATA (from the Arab. gaiba-the disappearance of the last Shia Imam) scattered throughout the territory of the Khorezm oasis". G. P. Snesarev considers the idea of hidden Saints in the aspect of Shiite-Sufi connections and analogies [20, c. 62-66]. In the traditions and legends of the Kazakhs, you can see the connection of these characters of the Islamic tradition with local pre-Islamic ideas.
Kazygurt Shrine (in the vicinity of Kazygurt village, Turkestan region). This Shrine is also associated with the famous Biblical legend of Noah's Ark. The legendary ship of Noah (Nuh in Islam) was reconstructed on a high place. It is believed that on the top of the mountain, even the imprint of its bottom remained. The Shrine is an object of educational and religious pilgrimage. The entire surrounding area, where the Akbur mausoleum is located, the famous healing spring of Akbur, the valley of Gayyp Eren Kyryk Shilten is sacred and covered with numerous legends (Fig. 22-24).
 	Akbura Aulie Shrine is located near the legendary Kazygurt mountain in the Turkestan region (Abay village). The mausoleum is associated with the name of Saint Akbur-ATA, who, according to local legend, sheltered Noah. It is known that Akbura Aulie was a contemporary of Khoja Ahmad Yasawi and studied with him among the outstanding scientists of that time. Chyrakchy Khalikulov Siebeck, at age 79. According to local residents, the local spring has healing properties. On the territory of the Shrine there is a house for pilgrims, buildings for preparing and holding ritual meals. The Shrine is often visited by pilgrims and tourists.
Legendary mulberry tree (Karnak village, Turkestan region). according to local old-timers, the legendary tree is 1300 years old. Its history dates back to the era of the spread of Islam in the territory of Southern Kazakhstan. It has been preserved to this day thanks to the care of local residents. Nowadays, the legendary mulberry tree is an object of educational and religious pilgrimage. Pilgrims believe that visiting this sacred place will bring good luck and fulfillment of their wishes (Fig. 25-26). It is also known that it was in Karnak that the cauldron (taikazan) was created, which stands in the Mausoleum of Khoja Ahmad Yasawi. Holy trees can be found all over Kazakhstan. Widely known is the famous Shrine of Aulie Agash (Holy tree), which is located 30 km from the city of Zharkent (Almaty region) on the territory of a shady Park. The caretaker of the Shrine - Raya Beibei. For some time, she and her family lived near the Shrine in a tent. Over time, a house for pilgrims and a small mosque were built near the Park. According to Chirakchi, such trees are in China and Turkestan, and they grow like one line. She noted that the activity of the environmental movement "Zhasyl El" began with this famous tree. The Tree age it is seven hundred years old. Previously, Aulie Agash had branching and spreading branches that hid the trunk and created the shape of a Yurt. In 2010, a group of people came to the Shrine and tried to set fire to the tree, but all attempts were in vain. But as a result of another attempt, they managed to cause damage to the tree – its two century-old branches were burned. The people who committed this crime were detained and punished. A few years later, they again came to the Shrine and asked for forgiveness from Chirakchi for their actions.
Among the trees growing nearby, another tree stands out, smaller than Aulie Agash, which is also considered a sacred. His age is approximately 70-60 years. According to legend, Aulie Agash (big tree) represents the image of a man, a smaller tree-the image of a woman. The second tree is often approached by women who ask the Almighty to grant them children. They traditionally drink the juice of trees, which is collected by a spoon in a special dish. According to Chirakchi, he was investigated in the laboratory and is recognized by medical professionals.
The Park closes after 19: 00. It is forbidden to stay on its territory at night. It is believed that at this time the spirits of ancestors (aruaktar) are gathering around the great tree. Aulie-Agash is a bright relict of the tradition of honoring nature and, in particular, trees, which nowadays takes on a new content related to the protection of the environment and, in General, environmental problems.
Historical mosque in Karnak (Turkestan region). the Historical mosque Shammit Ishan was founded by a local educator in the XVIII Century. A small Palace with a hall for prayers and a large Palace that served as a mosque-madrasah were built here. Currently, the historical mosque is a Museum. The Museum and its collections were created by a local teacher-enthusiast Bektash Mirzayev (Fig. 27). The territory of the  mosque has flower beds and fruit trees.
Mausoleum of Saint Baba Ata / Ishak-Ata (Baba ATA village, Turkestan region). Baba ATA played a significant role in the spread of Islam in Kazakhstan, is a spiritual teacher and mentor of Baba-Tukty-Shashty Aziz and a relative of Khoja Ahmad Yasavi. The medieval Baba ATA mausoleum and madrassas have not been preserved. The Karatau tract became the refuge of Yshak ATA and is under its protection. At the entrance to the tomb of the Saint, you can see the horns of argali (Fig. 28-29).
The mausoleum of Saint Baba Tukty Shashty Aziz (Baba-Tukti "Hairy great-grandfather") is located in the vicinity of the village of Kumkent in the Sozak district of the Turkestan region. Baba Tukty Shashty Aziz is the patron Saint of the Kazakh batyrs. In some legends, he is also the mythical ancestor of the Mangyt tribe. Holy Baba Tukty Shashty Aziz was known as a healer as well. To the image of Baba Tukty in the historical and epic tradition, in the context of the Islamization of Sary-ARKA, is devoted an extensive work of American researcher Devin Diuis. Next to the Saint's mausoleum there is a healing spring and a small pond with fish swimming in it, which is forbidden for fishing and eating (Fig. 30-31). According to legend, Baba Tukty Shashty Aziz is a patron Saint of fishing. The cult of fish was spread throughout Central Asia, Transcaucasia, the Caucasus, and the Mediterranean. Relicts of this cult were preserved in Zoroastrianism, thanks to which the cult of fish existed for a long time, being preserved as relicts even in Muslim times. Of interest is a very archaic legend recorded in Khorezm, in which the ecological catastrophe of this flourishing region was predicted. "There was a belief that two huge fish lived in the Aral sea-sturgeon and pike. There will come a day when one of these fish will pass, pursued by another, from the lower reaches of the Amu Darya to its upper reaches, as a result of which the river bottom will drop by forty gyazs, when the fish pass back, it will sink to the same depth, the water level will drop, water will stop entering the channels, and life in the oasis will stop [10, p.327-328]. The Shrine is the object of a crowded religious pilgrimage. At the Shrine, pilgrims read prayers, perform sacrifices, and spend the night in a house for pilgrims. Mausoleum of Baba Tukty Shashty Aziz  is the object of the International tourism.
The Shrine of Karabura, the mausoleum of St. Karabura (Burhan-Asdar), or, more precisely, Burhan Aulie, who according to one legend made a post-mortem ritual ablution of Khoja Ahmad Yasawi is located in the village of Sozak (Turkistan region). According to the stories of the local keeper and connoisseur of antiquity, the hereditary caretaker of the shrine, the real name of Saint Karabour is Burakhan-azdar. He was the associate of Karakhan, the founder of the Karakhanid dynasty, which the first to accept Islam. Burakhan gained wide popularity in connection with the legend that it was to him that Khoja Ahmad Yasawi bequeathed the performance of funeral rite – a zhanaz rite (Fig.32-33). Saint Karabura comes from the Kazakh family of Tama. On one camel, he delivered to Turkestan to Saint Khoja Ahmad Yasavi as much saksaul as 10 camels could lift. So it came to be called the Holy one of Karabura. Karabura is the patron Saint of the area of Sozak.
The historical and archaeological complex Akyrtas of the VIII-IX centuries is located 40 km from Taraz (Zhambyl region). according to experts, it is an incomplete architectural complex. Its cultural context is also unclear: Nestorian, Buddhist, or Islamic. It is assumed that its construction was undertaken by the Arabs. The construction technology of this complex remains unclear. Not far from the buildings of the main block of the historical and architectural monument are the Palace fortifications and the quarry. On Akyrtas, archaeologists found a mosque and a bathhouse. Artefacts were found confirming the presence of a sewer system. On the territory of the complex, you can see stones everywhere, some of which give a person powerful energy, others heal, others attract good luck, grant well-being and fulfill their innermost desires. Unfortunately, "autographs" of tourists were found on numerous rocks on the territory of the complex (Fig. 34-36).
The Koshkar-ATA Shrine is located in Shymkent and is famous for its numerous healing water sources. On its territory is the Koshkar ATA Mazar, built in 1960-1961 (Fig. 37). The territory of Koshkar ATA has always been covered with sanctity. Meanwhile, earlier this territory was not a part of the urban zone, and  the  mausoleum Koshkar ATA Aulie, has been preserved on an elevated place to this day. In Soviet times in 1980, a twelve-story residential complex "Three heroes" was built on the site of the  historical burial, the old cemetery and dugouts. Later, the territory was transferred to the arboretum. Currently, this territory has acquired the status of a recreation area for citizens.
There are many Shrines associated with the name of Koshkar ATA in Kazakhstan and Central Asia. Koshkar ATA necropolis in Akshukur village (Mangistau region) is widely known for the fact that there is an ancient burial of the great Saint Koshkar-ATA and a tombstone - koytas associated with his name. He is also known as the patron Saint of sheep farming. The belief in the sacred power of animals has ancient roots. And now a significant place in the traditional ritual culture of many peoples, including the Kazakhs, belongs to the RAM. According to popular belief, the RAM has magical powers. The RAM and its individual parts have a protective force, serve as a talisman. It is no accident that his name was given to newborn children as part of an anthroponym. Usually on Muslim tombstones, you can find the horns of a RAM, along with the horns of an argali (mountain goat), as a special sign of respect for the Shrine. You can also see the horns of a RAM over the entrance to a residential building. They, according to the owners, are amulets and are designed to protect the house from the "evil eye". Many of the ancient views of the Central Asian peoples are associated with the idea of the RAM as the personification or bearer of Farn, grace [22, c. 46-58; с. 107-108]. The main element of the traditional ornament of the Kazakhs and other, primarily pastoral, peoples of the region is the image of RAM's horns on costumes, carpets, and embroidery in various combinations, among which the pattern of khoshkar muyiz (horns of a tribal RAM) prevails, clearly associated with the cult of fertility and the system of archaic worldview. The Kazakhs, as well as other Central Asian peoples, preserved relicts of the cult of the mountain goat close to the RAM cult. Along with ancient graves, there are many modern graves on the territory of the huge necropolis.
The Shrine of Akmechet (Akmeshet Aulie) (Baidibek district, Turkestan region) is a rock mosque of natural origin, where during the years of the struggle against the Dzungars, a ten-thousand-strong Kazakh army hid to perform namaz (Fig. 38). Their leader was Akmeshit Aulie. According to legend, Akmeshit Aulie, after reading a prayer, neutralized the head of the snakes of Aidarkhan. Akmeshet is distinguished by a unique phenomenon: many trees grow in the cave. It is believed that there is an underground road connecting the shrines of Akmeshet in Baidibek district, Arystan Bab in Turkestan, Akmeshet in Kyzyl-Orda region, shrines in Sairam, as well as Kazygurt, Akbura, and Beket ATA in Mangistau region. Previously, in the mosque was descended by a rope (arcan). In the past, it was inhabited by homeless people. They were patronized by Akmeshit Aulie. According to shyrakshy, any wish of a person who visited the mosque is fulfilled. 
The city of Turkestan is currently turning into a modern center of International tourism. Objects of historical and cultural heritage and natural landscape are being restored. The city is experiencing a construction boom. Modern high-tech tourist service facilities are being built (Fig. 39-41).

CONCLUSION
As part of the calendar plan of the declared project, field ethnographic research was conducted. Field ethnographic material was collected in East Kazakhstan, Turkestan and Zhambyl regions.
Materials of field ethnographic research are processed, systematized and analyzed. Published a collection of materials of the claimed research and articles.
Surveys, conversations, and interviews were conducted with watchmen, local historians, local residents, keepers of shrines (shirakshi), pilgrims, and official and unofficial Ministers of worship (imams, mullahs). The study revealed the role and significance of shrines in the life of the local population and their environmental role.
The study showed that the tradition of veneration of shrines contributed to the preservation of significant territories from man-made and anthropogenic impact and destruction. The life of a cattle breeder, a farmer, and a hunter is connected with the abundance of forage in the steppe spaces, the richness of woodlands, and the harvest of fields. Almost all the examined shrines are associated with the sacred properties of the plant and animal world, the idea of fertility and overall well-being.
So, with the sacred properties of land associated shrines Banbi Aulie. In the rites of veneration of this Shrine, ideas about the fruit-bearing and healing power of the earth and the possibility of sacral ways of communion with this power are manifested. The process of sacralizing the historical and archaeological complex of Akyrtas is associated with stones that folk tradition has endowed with a miraculous power that can grant health, energy, and good luck. The idea of fertility is connected with the veneration of objects of the natural landscape: grottos and caves (the shrines of Konyr Aulie and the historical and archaeological complex of Akbaur). The name of the famous Saint Baba Tukty Shashty Aziz is associated with the veneration of fish.
In Kazakhstan, sacred springs, wells, and lakes are found everywhere, usually located at shrines. In this regard, it was suggested that many Mazars and shrines appeared near water sources. Clear ideas about the sacred nature of the water element have not been preserved, but their presence can be judged by referring to the ritual practice, in which the purifying property of water, in the sacred sense, is often used. In this regard, lake Alakol has been known since ancient times for its healing properties of water.
Mulberry in the village of Karnak (according to old-timers), has a thousand-year history. It is an object of constant attention and care by local residents as a sacred  symbol of ever-living nature. The veneration of trees is widespread both as trees at Mazars (places of veneration) and as separate objects of veneration (Fig. 42). Despite the recent prohibitions, the branches of sacred trees are often tied with numerous votive rags in our days. Such trees are taboo: they are not cut down, their branches are not cut off. The main idea that defines the veneration of trees goes back to the archaic idea that the tree serves as a receptacle for spirits and souls. Trees that bleed and cry out in pain or indignation are known to many traditions. It is considered dangerous to cause damage to such trees and shrubs and tear off at least one branch from them, a great misfortune will strike the person who dares to do this. Holy trees are usually hung with votive rags or tied with white cloth.
The key to understanding the exclusive attitude of Kazakhs to the Holy tree lies in the circle of archaic ideas associated with the way of the tree of life, "a universal concept that for a long time determined the model of the world of human collectives of the old and new world" [12, с. 9]. The relicts of the tradition of venerating trees nowadays takes on a new content related to the protection of the surrounding nature and, in general, environmental problems.
The veneration of the fishes has a distribution throughout Central Asia, Transcaucasia and the Caucasus. The existence of this tradition is also evidenced by the beliefs of the population of Asia Minor and the Mediterranean.
The camel is associated with numerous legends about Saints who bequeathed after their death to bury them in the place where the animal carrying their body will stop. The worship of the camel is associated with the cult of fertility.
The source of fruit-bearing power, the personification of the power of wealth and prosperity is the RAM-Koshkar.
The study revealed: graves, shrines, mausoleums, shrines of saints (awliya), the tribal ancestors of the Kazakhs-the patrons of the districts, the territory which is protected. Animal hunting, fishing, and unauthorized agricultural activities are prohibited in these territories. Shrines associated with the history of the spread of Islam are very popular. Often the fame of Saints is associated with their healing gift, knowledge of nature, which they possessed during their lifetime. These shrines have a certain order and practice of treatment, which is followed by pilgrims.
Historical and archaeological complexes are currently undergoing a process of sacralization (miraculous caves and stones) and are the guardians of a vast territory that does not show signs of man-made impact, unauthorized agricultural work.
During the survey, some facts of destruction of natural monuments were found. Numerous autographs of tourists were revealed on the famous objects of the natural landscape (Konyr Aulie caves, Akyrtas rocks, etc.). Autographs are also found on monuments of historical and cultural heritage (the legendary ship Kazygurt).
The legends that explain the sacralization of the surrounding historical, cultural and natural landscape objects were  collected. Traditional spiritual and ethical aspects of perception of nature, its objects and territories; regional features of the tradition of veneration of relics; the role and importance of the veneration of shrines in the fields of cultural-value orientations, moral values of Kazakhs; the new trend in the tradition of the veneration of shrines in terms of industrial-innovative development of Kazakhstan were identified.
Nowadays, the tradition of veneration of shrines is the most expressive in the ethno-cultural sphere of the Kazakhs. The circle of revered shrines today includes shrines associated with the era of the spread of Islam on the territory of Kazakhstan, the history of our country's statehood, national heroes, outstanding fighters for its independence, as well as shrines associated with the veneration of ancestors and the nature of the native land. New shrines are identified, old shrines are restored, updated, equipped and transformed. Shrines associated with the tradition of honoring the ancestors of the Kazakhs are very popular. The number of shrines associated with family and ancestral ancestors is constantly growing. Many shrines become objects of crowded pilgrimage not only for believers, but also for tourists from near and far abroad. But, despite new trends in this area, the rite of worship retains its age-old traditions and practically remains unchanged for many centuries. Even today, many shrines maintain the ancient order of their veneration: going around the shrines, lighting lamps, etc. Many pilgrims spend the night at shrines. There are also new trends in the tradition of veneration of saints: if recently this tradition was condemned as a manifestation of polytheism (shirk), today it is considered as a folk tradition (salt-Dastur). At the same time, religious officials everywhere explain to pilgrims that requests should be addressed to the most high, Allah, and not to the saints, as well as the need to observe ritual purity and other requirements of the Islamic faith and practice. Recently, many shrines have been visited by newlyweds and school leavers in order to receive the blessing of the Almighty.
Until recently, in some regions of Kazakhstan, there was a mass death of saigas, and today we are witnessing the return of representatives of rare species of fauna, such as the wild leopard, which was recorded in the protected area of the Mangistau region. Perhaps this is not accidental, since it is known, for example, that Mangystau is an open-air Museum with extensive protected and nature-protected areas.
 In our days, new trends are especially evident in the veneration of shrines, which are manifested, first of all, in the growth of patriotism and respect for the age-old traditions of the people and respect for their native nature.
