The object of research: S. Mendeshev's life, activity and historical heritage.

The purpose of research: on the basis of previously unpublished historical documents and data seized from the funds of the central state archives of Kazakhstan and Russia, periodicals of 20-30 years of the last century. Systematic study of Mendeshev's socio-political and public activities and the publication of his historical heritage.

Research methods: the research will based on critically analyzing, comparative analysis and systematization on the basis of the principles of objectivity and historicism.

The results of the research and their novelty: prepared as a result of the study the document collection and monograph, which contains documents and materials related to the life and activity of Mendeshev, is a complete novelty for the domestic historical science, as well as contributes to the development of identity and the publication of the heritage of historical figures on a scientific basis.

Basic constructive characteristics: project results It allows you to learn more about the socio-political and public activities of Mendeshev, the history of nation-building in Kazakhstan.

Implementation level: one round table was held, one scientific collection was published, one monograph and one scientific article were prepared and published.

Economic effectiveness or importance of the work: the results of scientific work published as a scientific collection and articles, monographs provide a deeper understanding of such issues as identity, nation-building, national issues, the history of the supreme state authorities of Kazakhstan, the history of national-state delimitation. Undoubtedly, it contributes to the work of domestic and foreign researchers.

Field of application: historical sciences.

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INTRODUCTION
Substantiation of the choice and direction of research. October 6, 2020 marks the 100th anniversary of the proclamation of the Kazakh ASSR, which is the historical predecessor of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Due to the fact that the life and activity of Seiytkali Mendeshev, the first chairman of the KazCEC (1920-1925), have not yet become the object of a separate study, his enormous contribution to the formation of the Kazakh ASSR, the unification of Kazakh lands, in the fight against the famine of 1920-1921 remains unexplored. For this reason, a comprehensive study of the life and activity of S. Mendeshev are among the important historiographic problems. For this reason, this project We devoted the life and work of Mendeshev to the study of his historical heritage.

The long-term state of ignorance of socio-political and state activities, as well as the historical heritage of S. Mendeshev, has caused the lack of an objective assessment of his personality and historical services to his native people in historiography to date. During the years of independence, in some articles published in periodicals, there were attempts at unfounded accusations of S. Mendeshev of careerism. In 1903-1916 S. Mendeshev led the teaching work among the Kazakhs of the Bukeev's Horde, led the underground organization of the local Kazakh intellectuals. Participated in the 1916 national liberation uprising. After the fall of the tsarist autocracy, he was one of the organizers of the First Congress of Kazakhs in Bukeev province, was engaged in revolutionary propaganda. From 1920 to 1925, he was elected chairman of the KazCEC 4 times in a row and made an invaluable contribution to the formation and development of Soviet Kazakh statehood. During the famine in the Kazakh steppe in 1920-1921, having organized the Commission to fight against hunger, he made a significant contribution, by saving thousands of people. As the head of KazCEC, he carried out a lot of work to unite the Kazakh lands within the Kazakh Republic, as well as the Kazakhization of the state apparatus. In the 30s of the last century, he took an active part in the fight against illiteracy and the organization of academic science in Kazakhstan. The historical role of S. Mendeshev in national-state building is reflected in a number of scientific articles published by the head of project S. Shildebay over the past 15 years [1-6]. These works, written on the basis of new archival documents about the life activity of S. Mendeshev, which had not previously been introduced into scientific circulation, became a big step in the formation of Seiytkaly-study. 

Actuality and novelty of the project. It is expected that the results of scientific work (paper, monograph and collection), will certainly draw the attention of domestic and foreign researchers engaged in the study of topical problems of the history of Kazakhstan in the 20-30s of the XX century, and will also be in demand by them during their future research. The results of the project can be used by universities that train historians to develop courses on the history of Kazakhstan during the Stalinist period. At the same time, the scientific results of the project can be applied in the preparation of reference and encyclopedic publications, writing scripts for documentaries. It should be noted that the scientific results of the project will have not only great scientific potential, but also ideological and educational value. Since such prominent figures and historical figures as S. Mendeshev, despite the strong political pressure, in the conditions of nation-building and the violent policy of Soviet modernization, were not able to only to fully devote themselves to serving the people, but they also became victims of Stalin's repressions. A vivid and collective image of the national intelecttuals, which stood at the origins of the revival of Kazakh statehood, its life, filled with the struggle for the independent future of its native people, comprehensive and vigorous activity to preserve the integrity of the Kazakh land, language, culture and traditions, can serve as a worthy example and model for growing youth.

1) As already mentioned in the historiographic analysis, in addition to scientific articles by P.I. Tibekin and E. Medeubaev, in domestic historiography there are no separate studies devoted to the life and work of S. Mendeshev. In these articles related to the genre of historical essays, the authors, relying on a rather narrow and meager source base, were able to highlight only certain aspects of the life and work of S. Mendeshev. In addition to his work as the first chairman of the KazCEC, his comprihensive political activities are completely not disclosed in them. For this reason, the desire of the head of the presented project S. Shildebay to complete research work on S. Mendeshev by publishing a monograph (at least 10 pp.) and a scientific collection (at least 20 pp.) has a significant advantage from the point of view of the national history. Since over the past 10-15 years, on his own initiative, he has been collecting archival documents, published several scientific and historical and educational articles, and has accumulated a large scientific backlog on the project.

2) The monograph and scientific collection published within the framework of the project, becoming the first complex scientific works devoted to the life and activity of S. Mendeshev, will contribute to the introduction of documents and works of prominent historical figures into scientific circulation, and will contribute to the further development of personalism in Kazakhstan. Adhering to the principle of an objective and versatile assessment of the activity of the person under study, the research group sets the task of preventing his idealization and one-sided positive coverage of his life and work, specifically subjecting the analysis to the existing shortcomings and conjectural trends that have dominated in recent years in Russian historical personalistics.

Scientific and practical significance of the work. At the same time, given the fact that the presented project is the first comprehensive study of the life, socio-political and state activities, historical and documentary heritage of Seiytkali Mendeshev, its expected results are able to help historians to better understand the course of the main historical processes. That took place in Kazakhstan in the 20-30s of the twentieth century, since the life and activity of S. Mendeshev is closely connected and intertwined with the history of the formation and development of the Kazakh SSR. By studying and analyzing the comprehensive activities of S. Mendeshev, one can fully analyze the history of nation-state building and the violent policy of Soviet modernization in Kazakhstan, which resulted in heavy losses and large-scale disasters for the Kazakh people. Scientific publications planned for publication based on the results of the project (monograph, collection and paper) should be considered as preparatory work for writing a generalizing and fundamental work on the history of the Kazakh ASSR (1920-1936).  

In scientific works, the publication of which is expected within the framework of this project, historians-specialists, as well as the readership will be able to obtain new facts and valuable information from the life and activities of representatives of the Kazakh political elite and intellectuals, answers to such acute and painful questions as the search for the "traitors" and "enemies of the people" within their environment and entourage, their confrontation with the new Soviet-party realities and forced adaptation to them. The research group is convinced that through comprehensive coverage of the past, search for historical truth based on documentary sources, scientific interpretation of complex historical processes that have been deposited in the collective memory of the Kazakh people, presentation of the results of scientific research to the general public, it is necessary to call the people of Kazakhstan to ideological unity and solidarity, tolerance and mutual respect.

Objectives and tasks of the study. On the basis of unpublished archival documents identified and collected in the archives of Kazakhstan and Russia, materials from periodicals published in the 20-30s of the ХХ century, comprehensively study of the socio-political and state activities of S. Mendeshev, introduce in scientific circulation his historical heritage.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks are identified, divided into two blocks:

1) Tasks for the compilation and preparation of a scientific collection of documents and materials about the life and work of S. Mendeshev:

- Writing a biographical review on S. Mendeshev (1.5 printed sheets);

- Typing of new archival documents (autobiography, service notes, reports, orders and characteristics of appointment and dismissal, etc.) related to the life and activity of S. Mendeshev; 

- Typing and inclusion in the collection of reports and speeches of S. Mendeshev, delivered by him at the Soviet-party congresses, party conferences, plenums, meetings of the Presidium of the Kazobcom-Kazkraicom and KazCEC; 

- Introduction into scientific circulation of about 60 articles by S. Mendeshev, published in next newspapers and magazines: "Enbekshi Kazak", "Sotsialdy Kazakstan", "Soviet Step",  "Kazakhstanskaya Pravda", " Kyzyl Tu", " "Leninshil Zhas", "Stepnaya Pravda”, “Zhana Mektep”, “Kolkhozdy Kazakstan”, “Kyzyl Kazakstan”, «Narodnoe hozyajstvo Kazahstana», «Sovetskaya Kirgiziya», «Sovetskoe stroitelstvo Kirgizii», «Zhizn nacionalnostey»;

- Preparation of scientific comments on archival documents and sources, compilation of an index; 

2) The following research problems will find their solution in the monograph "Seiytkali Mendeshev and the nation-state building in Kazakhstan" (at least 10 printed sheets): 

- description of the environment and S. Mendeshev's childhood, his pedagogical activity;

-  coverage of S. Mendeshev's revolutionary activities after the tsar's decree of June 25, 1916;

- study of the social and political activities of S. Mendeshev in 1917-1919;

- consideration of the reasons for S. Mendeshev's transition to the Bolshevik Party, his political activities in the Kazrevсom;

- on the basis of new archival documents, the activities of S. Mendeshev as chairman of the KazCEC (1920-1925) will be comprehensively studied, his historical role in the unification of the Kazakh lands within the borders of the Kazakh Republic, the indigenization of the state administrative apparatus, leadership and organization of the struggle against the colonial policy of the Kreml;

- On the basis of a complex of new archival sources, the reasons for the departure of S. Mendeshev from Kazakhstan after F. Goloshchekin, work in the Economic Council of the RSFSR in Moscow, as well as the history of the "struggle against Mendeshevism";

- the circumstances of the return of S. Mendeshev to Kazakhstan are considered, his activities in the educational bodies, the organization of the struggle against illiteracy are analyzed, his contribution to the formation of academic science in Kazakhstan is highlighted.
According to the project schedule, in 2020 the archival documents and historical data collected from the Kazakh and Russian archives, which are in the personal archives of the executors, were systematized, and responsibilities were shared between the project manager and the executors. The historiography of research work is considered and the level of research of the problem is analyzed.

On September 29, 2021 from 15.00 to 17.35 a round table on "Seitkali Mendeshev and current issues of identity in Kazakhstan" was held in an online format via Zoom [7].

At least 25 (twenty five) at least 1 (one) articles in a peer-reviewed scientific publication indexed by the international database Web of Science and (or) included in the Social Science Citation Index or Arts and Humanities Citation Index and (or) Scopus database with cite Score percentage and /or 1 (one) manuscript of articles was prepared for publication and sent to a scientific journal.

The planned "Seitkali Mendeshev. A collection of documents and works "was published instead of a scientific collection of 20 plates, a scientific collection of more than 40 plates. On the basis of new archival data and materials not previously involved in scientific circulation, a monograph "Seitkali Mendeshev and the nation-state building in Kazakhstan" (10 pages) was prepared and published with the support of sponsors.

According to the schedule, all the work planned for 2021 has been completed. Their scientific results are described in the main section.

THE MAIN PART OF THE RESEARCH REPORT
1 Historiography of scientific research
The life and work of Seitkali Mendeshev, his scientific heritage have not been specially studied so far. S. Mendeshev was arrested on September 24, 1937 and sentenced to death on February 25, 1938. In December 1957, twenty years later, he was fully rehabilitated. After that, for many years the name of S. Mendeshev was consigned to oblivion. The silence was broken by P.I. Tibekin only in 1972. His article "Serving the People: On the 90th Anniversary of the Birth of S. Mendeshev" [8] laid the foundations for the future Seiytkali-study. In this work, for the first time after the rehabilitation of S. Mendeshev, an attempt was made to objectively assess his activities. 10 years later P.I. Tibekin published a short historical sketch dedicated to S. Mendeshev [9]. If we do not take into account the brief articles about S. Mendeshev in encyclopedias published in 1983-1984. [10-11], as well as coverage of his role in organizing public education and activities within the Kazrevcom in the collective work of S.Z. Zimanov, S.O. Dauletova and M.Sh. Ismagulov [12], the personality of S. Mendeshev did not become the object of a separate study.

Since gaining independence, a limited number of not only scientific, but also journalistic articles have been devoted to S. Mendeshev. The work of the historian E. Medeubaev, published in 1998 [13] can be considered one of the first steps in an attempt to recreate the historical portrait of S. Mendeshev from a national point of view. After that, the articles about S. Mendeshev published in various biographical reference books lacked scientific novelty [14-17], since they only repeated each other without any significant changes and additions. In the biographical reference book compiled by the archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan [18] and the biographical encyclopedia of D. Ashimbaev "Who is who in Kazakhstan" [19], as well as in the annals of D. Ashimbaev and V. Khlyupin “Kazakhstan: the history of power. The experience of reconstruction" [20] cited individual archival documents related to both the social, political and state activities of S. Mendeshev and the well-known "Case of S. Mendeshev." In the monograph of the researcher G. Maimakov “Formation of the integrity of Kazakh lands” (in Kazakh), published in 2005 [21], for the first time analyzed the historical role of S. Mendeshev in the unification of Kazakh lands within the Kazakh ASSR. In the historical and educational articles of B. Beremzhanov, A. Imangaliev, S. Abdikarimov and S. Khasan [22-25] the historical portrait and personality of S. Mendeshev are described only superficially. Thus, the study of the socio-political and state activities of S. Mendeshev, his historical and journalistic heritage is an important and poorly covered scientific problem that requires a comprehensive and diversified study. 

In conclusion, There is no doubt that S. Mendeshev's socio-political and public activities, works and historical heritage are a new and relevant historical topic that awaits his researcher and requires a comprehensive study.
2 Source basis of research work
The source base of the research is formed by previously unpublished historical sources and documents identified in the Archives of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Central State Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the State Archives of the Russian Federation, the Russian State Archives of Social and Political History, stenographic reports of party conferences and plenums published in the 20-30s of the XX century , republican congresses of Soviets, sessions of the KazCEC, resolutions, minutes of meetings of the highest Soviet-party bodies of the Kazakh ASSR and materials to them, as well as various collections of documents and laws. 

The next large group of sources on the stated topic are resolutions, resolutions, regulations and orders of the government of the Kazakh ASSR, published in the 20-30s of the XX century. in such periodicals as "Bulletin of the Workers and Peasants Government of the Kazakh ASSR" and "Collection of laws and orders of the Workers and Peasants Government of the Kazakh ASSR". Of great source value are about 60 articles by S. Mendeshev (all of them are in the hands of the project manager), which were published in such newspapers and magazines as "Enbekshi Kazak", "Sotsialdy Kazakstan", "Sovetskaya step", "Kazakhstanskaya Pravda", "Kyzyl Tu", "Leninshil Zhas", "Stepnaya Pravda", "Zhana Mektep", "Collective farms of Kazakhstan", "Kyzyl Kazakstan", "Narodnoe hozyajstvo Kazahstana", "Sovetskaya Kirgiziya", "Sovetskoe stroitelstvo Kirgizii", "Zhizn nacionalnostey ".   

Considering the fact that the project will be implemented by introducing into scientific circulation previously unpublished archival documents and sources, as well as published collections and materials of state authorities in Kazakh (including sources in Latin and Arabic graphics) and Russian languages, the main complex of historical sources will be subjected to critical analysis (methods of external and internal criticism of the source) and comparative analysis of sources, the main purpose of which is to check the reliability of the information provided in archival sources and to search for objective data. 
3 Seitkali Mendeshev: life and activity
3.1 S. Mendeshev – way of becoming a public figure and statesman
S. Mendeshev was born in 1882 in the village of New Kazanka of the Bukeevskaya Horde of the Astrakhan province. In 1898-1900 he had been studying at a two-year school in the city of Horde, in 1900-1903 at the Kazan Teacher's Seminary. He worked as a teacher of elementary schools in the villages of New Kazanka, Khan's headquarters until 1916 [18, p. 302]. As a teacher, she is engaged in translation work. In 1911, in Uralsk, with the translation of S. Mendeshev, the book "Infectious diseases of animals and how to deal with them" was published [26, p. 73]. In 1911 he graduated from a three-month teacher course at St. Petersburg University and continued his teaching activities. In 1913, he was a delegate and speaker at the All-Russian Congress of Public Education Workers, which was held in St. Petersburg.

In 1916 the forced seizure of Kazakh lands was begun by order of the Astrakhan governor I. Sokolovsky, which caused discontent among the local population. In June of that year, his representatives N. Ibragimov and G. Akhmetov asked S. Mendeshev to become their guide and interpreter on their trip to St. Petersburg to express the views of the local population. Arriving at the throne by deputation, they were handed over to the Muslim faction under the State Duma. However, even if he wanted to, the Musfraction could not influence the solution of the problem. S. Mendeshev returned from that trip in early July, and then he, along with the national teacher M. Sarsembiev, participated in the resistance to the well-known tsar’s decree on mobilizing Kazakhs for rear work, for which he was arrested on July 22 and put into Astrakhan prison [27]. After being imprisoned for four months, S. Mendeshev, after his release, in 1916-1917 departed from political life and worked as an accountant in the consumer union.

After the February Revolution on 21 April 1917, the Temporary Commissioner of the Bukeevskaya Horde B. Niyazov convened a congress of the Bukeev Kazakhs at the Khan Headquarters, where S. Mendeshev was one of the secretaries. By decision of the congress, the tsarist Provisional Council for the Administration of the Internal Horde was abolished, together with it, as the administrative body of the Provisional Government, the "Central Committee for the Management of the Kazakh People of the Astrakhan Territory" was created. The committee also included S. Mendeshev. The committee was directly subordinate to the Astrakhan provincial commissioner of the Provisional Government, while the Astrakhan Council of Workers 'and Soldiers' Deputies was directly subordinate to the Executive Committee of the Khan Horde. In other words, since April 1917, dual power was established in the region [20, p. 151], the last chairman of the "Provisional Council for the Management of the Bukeev Horde" Podgursky was expelled from the region by the decision of the executive committee.

In early September 1918, at the Khan’s headquarters, under the chairmanship of M. Tunganchin, the Congress of Kazakhs of the Bukeev Horde (II Bukeev Regional Congress of Soviets) was held, where a new composition of the executive committee of the Kazakh steppe of the Astrakhan Territory was elected. By a resolution of the congress, S. Mendeshev, his deputy G. Bukeikhanov, was elected chairman of the executive committee. The congress also decided to create the 1st Soviet standard cavalry regiment [20, p. 169]. S. Mendeshev, until the creation of the Kazrevkom, served as chairman of the executive committee and department of public education of the Bukei province, as well as chairman of the Kamysh-Samara land administration.
3.2 S. Mendeshev's position in Kazrevkom
On 24 June 1919, a meeting of the Council of People's Commissars of the RSFSR, chaired by V.I. Lenin, adopted a decision on the creation of the Kazakh Revolutionary Committee, which included S. Pestkovsky (chairman), V. Lukashev, A. Zhangeldin, M. Tunganchin, S. Mendeshev and B. Karataev [12, p. 69]. On the same day, V.I. Lenin handed S. Mendeshev the mandate of a member of the Kazrevkom. On 10 July, the “Temporary Regulation on the Kazrevkom” was approved; on 19 July, a decree was issued on the establishment of the Revolutionary Committee for the Administration of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) Territory [9, p. 155]. S. Mendeshev was instructed to conduct affairs on public education. Upon his return to the Bukeev province, on 5 August 1919, he was admitted to the ranks of the RCP(b) [28].

12 September 1919, at a meeting of the Kazrevkom S. Mendeshev was appointed head of the department of public education [20, p. 182-183]. S. Mendeshev recalls this event: “Having a little familiarized myself with the situation in the revolutionary committee, I told Pestkovsky that I would undertake the organization of the department of public education. He agreed with my proposal. I remember the atmosphere of the first steps of our work: a table in the large room of the revolutionary committee and on the wall an announcement that there is a department of public education. We started by sending a telegram to all areas about the formation of the department. A few days later the first employee appeared, to whom I entrusted the leadership of Russian schools. We drew up a draft regulation on the Department and developed the structure of the department and the staff. Soon a second employee appeared who dealt with issues of the work of Kazakh schools”. [12, p. 60-61]

On 15 September 1919, by the decision of the Kazrevkom, a special commission was created to prepare the All-Kazakh Congress of Soviets, which included S. Mendeshev, V. Lukashev, Petrov and others. The commission prepared instructions for convening the congress and identified the basic requirements for the deputies elected to the Constituent Congress [12, p. 179].

On 21 November 1919, in connection with the departure of S. Pestkovsky to the VII All-Russian Congress of Soviets S. Mendeshev was elected deputy chairman of the Kazrevkom (acting chairman). He, as well as N. Begimbetov and B. Karaldin, is charged with the work of conducting a revolutionary tribunal [20, p. 184-185]. And on 23 November 1919, S. Mendeshev was given a mandate indicating his authority as deputy chairman of the Kazrevkom: “The right to annul and approve all kinds of decisions of departments of the Military Revolutionary Committee and all Soviet institutions of the Kyrgyz Region; The right to remove all officials of the Kyrgyz territory without exception; The right to dispose of loans and funds of the Military Revolutionary Committee; The right to send military telegrams and use a direct wire ” [12, p. 69]. Thus, S. Mendeshev until January 1920, until the return of the deputy group from Moscow, acted as deputy chairman of the Kazrevkom.

On 3-11 January 1920, at the First Kazakh Regional Conference of Councils held in Aktobe, a secret ballot was held to elect a new composition of the Kazrevkom, according to which S. Pestkovsky received an absolute, and A. Baitursynov and S. Mendeshev majority of votes [20, p. 187-189].

22 January of that year, S. Mendeshev was again approved by the department of public education [12, 125-б.].. Along with this he together with A. Umerov led the Revolutionary Committee of the Volga-Caspian Kazakhs. In the spring of 1920, as part of a special commission, he traveled to the Bukevsky region to establish party-Soviet construction. The commission eliminated the work of Yambulatov, Akchurin, Soshnikov and Ayazbaev as persons involved in wrecking [20, p. 189].

On 25 August 1920, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) approved the new composition of the Kazoblpartbureau, where S. Mendeshev entered together with V. Radus-Zenkovich, A. Avdeev, A. Korostelev, A. Kulakov, I. Akulov, A. Zhangeldin, M. Murzagaliev, S. Argancheev [20, p. 194-196]. Thus, he becomes a representative of the highest political body in Kazakhstan. On 28 July 1920, Kazrevkom begins with his decision S. Mendeshev as a member of the Revolutionary Military Tribunal [20, 195-p.]. 
As a result of the activities of the special commission for the preparation for the convocation of the All-Kazakh Congress of Soviets, in which S. Mendeshev worked, on August 23, 1920, the Kazrevkom approved the Instructions for election to the Soviets. It was noted that the right to vote is granted to representatives of the working people of the Ural, Turgai, Semipalatinsk and Akmola regions, the Kazakh part of the Astrakhan province (Bokeyordinskaya). In addition, Kazakh residents of Semirechensk, Syrdarya, Ferghana, Samarkand, Transcaspian regions, who did not enter the territory headed by Kazrevkom, had the opportunity to elect delegates of representatives who have the right to consult the congress among themselves. It was noted that delegates are given the right to vote if it is decided before the opening of the congress or during the congress that these regions will become part of the Kazakh ASSR [12, p. 183].

Kazrevkom organized the "regional commission for the convocation of the All-Kazakh Congress" to guide the work on the organization and convocation of the Constituent Congress of All-Kazakh Councils. It included representatives of the Kazrevkom and Kazoblburo of the Republic of Kazakhstan (B) and other state bodies. With the direct organization of the Kazrevkom and this commission, in August-September 1920, elections were held in all regions, provinces and counties belonging to the Kazakh steppe, in accordance with the election instructions developed by the Kazrevkom, delegates were elected to the constituent congress of the Soviets of the NAKSR.

Following the meeting of the Politburo of the Central Committee of the Republic of Kazakhstan (b), held on August 25, 1920, S. Mendeshev joined the newly approved Kazrevkom and Kazoblpartburo [20, p. 196]. Due to his will and desire to serve the Kazakh people, S. Mendeshev, who was a member of the Supreme Soviet-Party power in Kazakhstan, was appointed deputy chairman of the Kazrevkom on September 8, 1920. On September 13, at a meeting of the Kazoblburo, tasks were distributed among the members of the Kazrevkom as follows: I. D. Martynov -Food Department, V. A. Pokrovsky-Council of National Economy, S. Mendeshev -Deputy Chairman of the Committee of Education and Revkom, A.D. Avdeev and A. Zhangeldin -military, A. Alibekov - Department of Management, G. Alibekov-justice, S. Argynshiev - healthcare [20, p. 197]. On 8 September 1920, he was again confirmed as deputy chairman of the Kazrevkom, where he was also in charge of public education issues [20, p. 197].
3.3 S. Mendeshev - Chairman of the Central Executive Committee of the KazSSR
On 4 October 1920 in Orenburg, the Constituent Congress of Soviets of the Kazakh Autonomous Socialist Soviet Republic was opened in the club named Sverdlov. The presidium of the congress included: V. Radus-Zenkovich, A. Dosov, S. Mendeshev, A. Zhangeldin, I. Akulov, A. Avdeev, P. Struppe, A. Baitursynov, I. Martynov [29, p. 9-11]. At the second meeting of the congress, S. Mendeshev joined the Mandate Commission and the Land Commission, and is also elected chairman of the section of the congress on public education. He made a report on the industry work of the Kazrevkom [29, p. 18-24]. At the meeting of the Congress on October 6, reports on the activities of the Kazrevkom were discussed, and delegates Polyudov, S. Aitkhozhin, I. M. Zaromsky, who were present at the debate, criticized the work of the Kazrevkom. A. Ermekov, giving an objective assessment of the activities of the Kazrevkom, drew attention to the fact that the achievement of the Kazrevkom of the creation of the Kazakh ASSR, which did not have a clear territory, is a great achievement. In addition, he separately pointed out the need to collect all Kazakh lands as part of the CSR. s. Mendeshev made a closing speech on the occasion of the debate""...working in particularly difficult conditions, we did our best" [29, pp. 25-29].

The Central Executive Committee of the KASSR, the composition of its Presidium, and its chairman were elected at the congress. S. Mendeshev is first elected member of the Presidium, then Chairman of the Central Executive Committee of the KASSR [20, р. 198]. He was in this position until 19 April 1925. He was faced with the task of solving perhaps the most difficult and pressing issue of that time - the restoration of the territorial integrity of Kazakhstan. 
In this regard, on 14 October 1920, S. Mendeshev was approved by the Chairman of the Administrative Commission at the Central Executive Committee of the KASSR. The commission, headed by S. Mendeshev, began its work in late October with the reunification of the Mangyshlak district, 4th and 5th volosts of the Krasnovodsky district into the KASSR, as well as the creation of the Adai district with its district committee.

Now S. Mendeshev, as the chairman of KazTSIK, is closely involved in issues of public education, providing government agencies and institutions with competent specialists. So on 13 November 1920, held under the chairmanship of S. Mendeshev, the meeting of the Presidium of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee decided to register all literate persons, especially of Kazakh nationality and their recruitment. On 30 November, at the next meeting of the Presidium, the question “On the registration of literate Kazakhs in the KSSR” was considered, according to the results of which it was decided to take into account all literate citizens of both fields with knowledge of Russian and Kazakh languages from 16 to 50 years old.

When S.Mendeshev, the head of the republic’s representative, was in office, a political struggle broke out between the Kazakh Bolsheviks and the Communists who arrived from the center - the former in every way defended national interests in an unequal struggle with the latter. For example, although the question of the accession of the Kazakh regions of Akmola and Semipalatinsk to Kazkray, which were part of the Sibrevkom, was positively resolved in August 1920, it was solved slowly and difficultly mainly due to the unwillingness of the Sibrevkom. It should be noted that this issue has become one of the main on the agenda of the meeting of the Presidium of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, chaired by S. Mendeshev.
On 22-29 December 1920, a delegate from the Kazakh KSSR of the VIII All-Russian Congress of Soviets S. Mendeshev was elected a member of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee on his last working day [30, p. 2-3, 287]. After the congress, he, together with A. Zhangeldin and S. Seifullin, remained in Moscow awaiting the first meeting of senior officials of the national republics and regions of the Central Committee of the RCP (b), chaired by I. Stalin, where it was decided to reorganize the Central Bureau of Communist Organizations of the East into the Central Bureau of Agitation and propaganda among the Turkic peoples at the Central Committee of the RCP (b) [31, p. 8] S. Mendeshev was elected to the bureau of Kazakhstan. This decision subjectively had a goal, increasing attention to the Turkic peoples within the Russian Federation, to belittle the role of the Communist Party of Turkic peoples and the Turkic Soviet Republic, initiated by Central Asian national figures.

At the beginning of 1921, a number of changes took place as part of the Kazoblbyuro RCP(b), after which the bureau secretary I. Akulov was released, and M. Murzagaliev took his place. Members of the Presidium elected S. Mendeshev and V. Radus-Zenkovich. Prior to the arrival of a new employee from the Central Committee of the RCP(b), S. Mendeshev concurrently performed the duties of the head of the Glavka for political education [20, p. 204].

On 6-13 February 1921, the 1st session of the Central Executive Committee of the First Convocation was held in Orenburg, where, in accordance with the Regulation on the Organization of Soviet Power in the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic approved by the All-Kazakh Constituent Congress of Councils [32, p. 242-247] in the territory of the KSSR, the All-Kazakh Congress of Soviets became the supreme plenipotentiary power, and between the All-Kazakhstan Congresses the Central Executive Committee of the KASSR. According to the decision of the Constituent Congress of Councils of KASSR in the period between congresses of Soviets, the CEC was a permanent legislative, executive, administrative and controlling representative body of workers, whose members were elected at the All-Kazakh Congresses of Soviets. The order of work of KazTSIK is sessional. According to the Regulation, the session of the KazTSIK was held once a quarter, and between the sessions of the KazTSIK was represented by its Presidium. Speaking at the session, S. Mendeshev reported on the work of the Presidium of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee for the current period, emphasizing the organizational nature of its activities. Based on the report made by S. Sadvakasov, the session adopted a resolution establishing the Extraordinary Plenipotentiary Commission for the accession of the Akmola and Semipalatinsk regions, headed by S. Mendeshev.

On 6-10 March 1921, S. Mendeshev participated in Moscow at the 2nd All-Russian Conference of Communists of Turkic Peoples, where in his speech on behalf of Kazakhstan he noted that “... we do not have such a division [into Kazakh and Russian communists], what kind of relations do Communists have, and we have such ... the languages of the KazCEC decrees are Kazakh and Russian, but we don’t adhere to purely blind fanaticism, when possible, where appropriate, we introduce our native language: for the Russian population, our Russian, for Kazakhs, if they don’t know Russian, Kazakh language yk". The meeting decided “to recommend that local party organizations teach the Uzbek, Kazakh, and Kyrgyz laborers the ABC of communism so that it begins to build real Soviet power in the East. To do this, it is necessary to train personnel from local nationalities. The fate of all conquests in the East depends on this. ” Noting the "poor staging of work in Kazakhstan," it was decided to offer the new composition of the Central Bureau of Agitation and Propaganda among the Turkic Peoples under the Central Committee of the RCP (b) "assistance to the Kazakh Regional Party by sending party workers and providing political literature in the Kazakh language". S. Mendeshev was re-elected to the bureau from Kazakhstan [20, p. 206].

The acceptance of the Akmola and Semipalatinsk regions into the KASSR was held from March to May 1921. March 23 was the first meeting of the Extraordinary Plenipotentiary Commission in the city of Omsk. In addition to the chairman S. Mendeshev, the commission on the rights of members included I. Zaromsky, A. Dosov, A. Alibekov and S. Seifullin, in advisory votes - from the trade unions Zapolsky, People’s Commissariat of Health Baigeldin, member of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee Sergeyev, A. Alibekov became secretary of the commission . In addition to them, S. Mendeshev involved such competent and strong-willed youth representatives as M. Auezov and S. Sadvakasov in the work of the commission. The work was comprehensive, that is, it was about joining with all the complexes - human and economic potential, including including provincial divisions for communications, mail and telegraph. In mid-1921, the Akmola and Semipalatinsk regions as a whole were included in the Kazakh Republic.
In parallel, there was a struggle to join the Kazakh-owned part of the territory of the Omsk Region to Kazakhstan, including the Omsk Uyezd, including the cities of Omsk. The parties - KirTsIK and Sibrevkom could not take part in the consensus, therefore the issue was submitted to the All-Russian Central Executive Committee of the RSFSR, which on 10 June 1921 decided to divide the Omsk district into two parts: according to it, the southern part of the county, including Esilkul station, should be transferred to KSSR, however, 10 Kazakh volosts in this segment remained on the territory of the Omsk region, managed by the Sibrevkom.

S. Mendeshev, as the head of the highest state authority, had great and unquestioned authority, which can be seen from documents on the history of party plenums and all Kazakhstani party conferences. In July 1921, during the work of the first all-Kazakhstan party conference, V. Radus-Zenkovich in his report expressed doubt about the loyalty of the Kazakh people to the Soviet government. Then his thesis was exposed by A. Asylbekov, S. Mendeshev, A. Zhangeldin who spoke after him. In particular, S. Mendeshev pointed out that the Kazakhs of the Soviet regime are more loyal than the [Russian] peasants and Kazakhs [34, p. 79-80].

At the meeting of the conference on June 18, the Kazobkom of the Republic of Kazakhstan (b) was elected consisting of 11 people [34, p. 97]. According to the results of the voting, it is possible to trace the high authority and degree of confidence of S. Mendeshev among the party members who received the largest number of votes. On June 19, 1921, at the First plenum of the Kazobkom, S. Mendeshev was elected to the presidium in the number of 5 people.

The expanded plenum of the Kazobcom on 27 August 1921 adopted a resolution on sending M. Kostolevskaya to the disposal of the Central Committee of the KVP (b), and also relieved M. Murzagaliev from the posts of chairman of the Council of People's Commissars of the KASSR and the people's commissar of internal affairs. Instead, G. Korostelev and S. Mendeshev were elected secretaries of the Kazobkom.

In the summer of 1921, S. Mendeshev made a trip to Tashkent, where he participated in the X Congress of Turkestan Councils. Upon his return, at a meeting of the Presidium of the KazTsIK, a report was made, the cornerstone of which was the organization of assistance to the starving population of Kazakhstan. The fact is that, during his trip to Turkestan, he reached specific agreements, as a result of which the Turkestan Republic was supposed to accept 250 thousand starving Kazakhs. On 2 March 1922, he wrote a letter to the Narcotics Commodity Affairs Officer I. Stalin, where he reported on the catastrophic situation in the Kazakh steppe and asked for help with food, and also asked to recall the authorized representative V. Yudovsky, who turned out to be an incompetent worker. In July, V. Yudovsky was recalled to the Central Committee of the RCP(b). This case testifies to the political authority of S. Mendeshev before I. Stalin.

S. Mendeshev was a supporter of cooperation with former leaders of the national government of Alash-Orda. At an informal meeting of national figures on the eve of the Constituent Congress of the KASSR, he generally supported the national idea of the Alashordyns; In 1921, during the debate on the report of the People’s Commissariat of Agriculture at the 9th meeting of the 1st session, the KazTsIK was the first to give the floor to A. Bukeikhanov; twice supported A. Kenzhin - in 1922, when the Presidium of the Kazobkom of the RCP (B.) raised the issue of “the Kenzhin case” and proposed to use it outside of Kazakhstan, as well as in 1923, when the meeting of the Central Control Commission of the RCP(b) decided to send Kenzhin, as the representative of Alash-Horde, delegated to the Kolchak government outside the republic, made efforts to leave him in Kazakhstan. These and other facts prove the unfoundedness of the accusation against S. Mendeshev in the years of independence, as a figure with “leftist twists”, as a “careerist”. Available documents indicate that he was a very restrained and able to act in accordance with the circumstances a political figure. For example, on 10 December 1922, the plenum of the Kazobkom considered the issue of “Buyes”. Presentations were made by A. Weinstein and A. Asylbekov. Weinstein held the thesis that there was no internal revolution in the Kazakh steppe and on its basis, proposed to consider the possibility of expropriating the property of the bais, which would lead to the strengthening of the social base of Soviet power in the villages, which S. Mendeshev objected to. He argued his opinion with the low political and revolutionary effect of such a method as expropriation and the fact that efficiency can be achieved by raising overall management. At the plenum S. Mendeshev, A. Asylbekov and A. Orazbaeva expressed a “dissenting opinion”, according to which the Kazobkom should have the right to independently manage its budget [20, p. 221].

Throughout his work, S. Mendeshev was elected chairman of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee and was elected a member of the Presidium of the Kazobkom of the RCP(b), which gave him the opportunity to lead a continuous struggle against chauvinist-minded European communists as the head of the highest Soviet state body and member of the highest political power. This was the time of the beginning of the pressure of the Center of figures - immigrants from the national autonomous republics and regions. A vivid expression of this circumstance was the IV meeting of workers from national republics and regions, convened on 9-12 June 1923 by the Central Committee of the RCP(b) in Moscow. At the meeting, the question of the deputy people's commissar for nationalities, a member of the government of the RSFSR, a major Tatar leader M. Sultangaliev was considered. The meeting, more like an open trial, would like to visually show those present how such speeches against the will of the central government could end.

Kazakhstan did not stand aloof from the struggle against rabid great-power chauvinism and the new colonial policy of Moscow, the indicator of which is pictorially reflected in a closed reporting letter sent on 14 September 1923 by the Central Committee of the RCP(b), acting secretary of the Kazobkom, which describes in detail the friction between Russian communists and Kazakh Bolsheviks led by S. Mendeshev [20, p. 229]. The fact is that in these years the latter made efforts to Kazakhization of posts in the party and Soviet bodies of the republic, for this purpose in January 1922 S. Mendeshev initiated the creation of a commission of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee for Accounting and Effective Use of National Cadres, which fulfilled the task assigned to it at the end of that year.

At the III Congress of Councils of the KASSR, created on 6-13 October 1922, a government decision was adopted that obliged the vertical apparatus to attract workers and the poor from among Kazakhs, and also take the necessary measures to issue legislative acts in the republic in the Kazakh language. The decree of the KazTsIK "On conducting business in the Kyrgyz language" adopted on 22 September 1923 was instructed from 1 January 1924 in all Kazakh volosts of the KASSR and Adai, Turgai, Chelkarsky, Temir, Aktyubinsk and Irgiz districts of the Aktobe province, as well as in all districts of Bukeev of the province, Zhympitinsky and Guryevsky districts of the Ural province, Karkaraly and Zaysan districts of the Akmola province; records management in the Kazakh language. In the counties of the Orenburg province and in other provinces and counties, the conduct of this case is charged no later than 1 July 1924, along with the Russian language. The issue was to be closed before 1 January 1925.

On 6 December 1923, in accordance with the decree of the Presidium of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, the Regulation on the Central Commission for the Implementation of Record Keeping in the Kyrgyz Language was approved. The commission was entrusted with: planning of all cases in this area; translations of all legal acts and resolutions, resolutions in force within the republic and their release; preparation of samples of records of office work and their implementation; guidance on the activities of local commissions in this area; development of a plan for the training of technical workers on the implementation of paperwork in the Kazakh language. Such a volume and nature of the work of a group of leaders led by S. Mendeshev involuntarily recalls the activities of the Musbyuro of 1919, headed by T. Ryskulov. In the same way as it was in that of 1919, and this time came an immediate response from the Russian Communists in the form of statements and letters to Moscow about "national leftism", about "Mendeshevism." The Secretary of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) I. Stalin himself intervened in the matter, and on 21 December 1923, sent a telegram to S. Mendeshev with the following content: “... If there is a significant percentage of Russians in the Kirrespublic, it would be fair to have representatives from Russians as well”. The telegram expressed the position of the Central Committee of the RCP(b).

Despite all these ups and downs, Kazakh leaders, led by S. Mendeshev and S. Seifullin, continued the work they had begun. The IV All-Kazakh Congress of Councils of the KASSR, held in January 1924, adopted a resolution on the priority involvement of Kazakh workers in the apparatus of councils, a bold translation of office work in council institutions into the Kazakh language, and planned and systematic training of Kazakh workers, especially at the volost level [35]. 
On 20 March 1924, by decree of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, the “Regulation on Provincial Commissions for the Record Keeping in the Kyrgyz Language in the KASSR was approved. This work was not limited to clerical work; it objectively also covered the training of Kazakh specialists and their placement at all levels of the state apparatus. The policy of indigenization for a short period - 1924-1925 yielded results.”

At the beginning of 1924, in all volost executive committees, Russian workers were replaced by Kazakhs and paperwork was completely conducted in the Kazakh language. Also at the volost level, financial agents, police officers, state insurance agents, people's judges, investigators and others are replaced by persons of Kazakh nationality. The entire trial was translated into the local language. However, indigenization at the county and provincial levels did not produce the desired result. Therefore, short-term courses were opened to train specialists from the Kazakh environment for the financial, cooperative environment, police, hotels, public education, office clerks, accountants and other technical workers. In 1924, the number of such courses opened in provincial centers reached 12, the graduates of which amounted to 322 people. The recruitment of Kazakhs to the regional police school at the People's Commissariat of Internal Affairs of the KASSR increased.

In general, 1924 was a year of determination for S. Mendeshev. It was during this period that he focused his work as the head of the government on the unification of Kazakh lands. The fact is that in 1924 the Presidium of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee adopted a resolution on the delimitization of the border between the Mangyshlak and Krasnovodsk regions, along which the new border passed through the Kara-Bugaz Bay at medium geographical latitude and, as a result, most of the territory of the Adai district, including the ancestral winter huts Kazakhs Zhangak and Akkum were transferred to the Krasnovodsk district of Turkmenistan. In this connection, a letter was sent to the chairman of the KazCEC, member of the Presidium of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee S. Mendeshev, representative of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee in the Republic of Kazakhstan M. Murzagaliev and the chairman of the Adai District Committee Zh.Munbaev of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee, they asked to cancel it and leave it approved Decree of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee of 26 August 1920 with its previous lemitization of the border. The issue was resolved in 1925 [33, p. 111-112].

On 26 April 1924, the newspaper “Enbekshil Kazaza” published an article by S. Mendeshev “Why is the accession of the Kazakhs of the Republic of Turkestan to Kazakhstan necessary?”, Where the author gives four weighty reasons for such a reunion, this is a single story, a single economic system, a common culture and political reasons [36, p. 62-63].

On 8 July 1924, the Presidium of the Kazobcom created the territorial commission on the demarcation at the Central Asian Bureau of the Central Committee of the RCP(b), which included: S. Mendeshev (chairman), A. Alibekov (People's Commissar of Agriculture), T. Zhurgenov (plenipotentiary representative of the KASSR to the Turkispolcom, as a candidate). In addition to it, a revolutionary was created to manage the Kazakh regions separating from the TASSR, composed of: S. Mendeshev (chairman), A. Alibekov and S. Yeskaraev (vice-chairmen), A. Sergaziev, T. Zhurgenov (members), S. Kozhanov, Izbasarov and J. Munbaev (candidate members) [20, p. 229]. On 26 July by decision of the Presidium of the Kazobkom of the RCP(b), the chairman of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, as well as the chairman of the Kazakh subcommittee (bureau) of the territorial commission, the chairman of the Revolutionary Committee, S. Mendeshev included in the KASSR from the TASSR of Kazakh regions, was sent to Tashkent to participate in the work of the Central Asian Bureau, its Territorial Commission and directed the activities of the Kazakh Subcommission of the Territorial Commission [33, p. 141].

On 11 October 1924, S. Mendeshev took part in an extraordinary meeting of the Political Bureau of the RCP(b) To consider the issue of national delimitation in Central Asia the meeting made a decision of 24 points. It was characterized primarily by full support for the position of the Uzbek side on this issue. The meeting upheld the decision of the Politburo on transferring the city of Tashkent to the Uzbek Republic. Thus, 900 thousand Kazakhs with 600,000 sq. Versts of land instead of the previous 900,000 sq. versts were stopped in the territory of the Uzbek Republic.

After the loss of Tashkent, the question was raised about the new capital of the Kazakh Republic. On 23 December 1924, at a meeting of the Kazobkom Bureau, it was decided to create the Orenburg-Turgai region with the deployment of an administrative center in Orenburg. S. Mendeshev made a proposal to choose the city of Ak-Mosque as the new capital of the Kazakh Republic [20, p. 239]. A little later, he expressed his disagreement with the decision of the Kazobkom bureau to leave the capital in Orenburg and insisted on the Ak-Mosque with a special letter to the Central Committee of the RCP (b) [37, p. 252-255].

In September 1924, S. Kozhanov, a figure from Turkestan, was appointed secretary of the Kazobkom of the RCP (b), and Georgian V. Naneishvili was also elected one of the secretaries of the regional committee, which objectively weakened the position of Kazakh nationalists led by S. Mendeshev. A “blog” was created to compete with him in the political struggle of S. Saduakasov (chairman of the Gosplan of the KASSR) and S. Kozhanov [20, р. 244]. Having secured the support of the former Alashordyns, these two figures began to dismiss S. Mendeshev from the post of head of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee.

This plan was implemented at a closed meeting of the Bureau of the Kazkraykom of the RCP(b) dated April 7, 1925. On 9 April, S. Mendeshev sent a letter to the Bureau of Kazkraykom, where he expressed his disagreement with his decision and demanded its revision. On 11 April, according to the statement of S. Mendeshev, the new composition of the KASSR government was re-elected on 7 April, but this time S. Mendeshev did not receive the necessary support. 
Speaking at the V All-Kazakh Congress of Soviets on April 15-19, 1925 in Akmeshit, Chairman of the Kazatkom S. Mendeshev noted that since 1924 work has begun on recruiting national formations of the Red Army, the 8th national school of commanders of the Red Army named after Kazatkom was created, which enrolled 119 young Kazakhs [39].

3.4 S. Mendeshev's resignation from the post of chairman of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee and his years in Moscow.
At the 5th All-Kazakh Congress of Soviets in April 1925, the Kozhanov-Sadvakosov blog, supported by the Center, celebrated a complete victory [40, p. 193]. The congress adopted a resolution according to which the Kazakh people returned their historical name - the ethnonym қазақ - Kazakh, also the Ak-Mosque was renamed Kzyl-Orda [41]. The composition of KazCEC has been updated. S. Mendeshev was elected a member of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, but at the 1st session of the Central Executive Committee of the fifth convocation, his name was not on the list of members of the Presidium of the Central Executive Committee.

S. Saduakasov and S. Kozhanov, interested in removing S. Mendeshev from office, subsequently entered into mutual rivalry. Moreover, S. Kozhanov's group actions in Kazakhstan, well reflected in the report of M. I. Ozol, a member of the Presidium of the regional supervisory commission on the situation in the Syrdarya province, did not find support either from the party leadership or from the Kazakh communists. In addition, the abandonment of S. Mendeshev in the Bureau, the non-inclusion of Zh. Mynbayev in the Bureau, the unification of K. Kuletov with S. Saduakasov began to weaken the role of S. Kozhanov in the "leadership".

S. Sadvakasov, who was not presented for the post of chairman of the Kazatkom, began fighting with S. Kozhanov from the day of the end of the congress. On May 20, 1925, S. Sadvakasov wrote a letter addressed to I. V. Stalin. At a meeting with I. He reminded Stalin of a mutual conversation: "4 years of experience has shown that Comrade.Mendeshev is not capable of directing either Soviet or party work at the regional level... Therefore, the further abandonment of Mendeshev as part of the Kyrgyz regional committee of the RCP will not bring any benefit to the cause of the Communist Party and the Soviet government in Kyrgyzstan." Judging by the contents of the letter, during the meeting I. Stalin told S. Saduakasov about the possibility of his transformation into a Kazakh leader. It seems that here lies the secret of his joint political struggle with S. Kozhanov against S. Mendeshev. Further, S. Saduakasov: "... The figure of Kozhanov as the secretary of the regional committee brings a number of inconveniences to the party-Soviet construction in Kyrgyzstan", Mendeshev and Kozhanov noted - two sides of the same coin”. He reminded himself that there is a younger generation of young figures in Kazakhstan, which should now be paid attention to.

On 1 June 1925, Kazkrayk of the RCP(b) sends S. Mendeshev to a new job as chairman of the Kazakh Consumer Union [20, p. 252]. He was in this position for more than six months, but then did not want to stay in Kazakhstan. On 26 February 1926, the bureau of the Kazkraykom sent S. Mendeshev to the disposal of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) [20, p. 252]. 
On 1 April 1926, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party of Bolsheviks (b) examined the question of "the third deputy chairman of the Council of People's Commissars of the RSFSR", decided "a) to instruct the commission on leadership of the Session of the Central Executive Committee of the USSR to check the appropriateness of appointing Mendeshev to the post of third deputy chairman of the Council of People's Commissars of the RSFSR and will outline if necessary, other candidates. b) The question is "finally resolved at the next meeting of the Politburo after the CEC Session." But at a meeting of the Politburo on 26 May, it was decided to introduce S. Mendeshev to the Economic Council (ECOSO) of the RSFSR, and T. Ryskulov was appointed to the post of third deputy chairman of the Council of People's Commissars of the RSFSR. 
On September 14, 1928, S. Mendeshev's article "on the tasks of the Soviet election campaign in the national republics" was published in the newspaper Pravda. [42, p. 107] shortly after this article, I. Kuramysov published an article "on Mendeshevism" in the 4th issue of the magazine "Kyzyl Kazakhstan", in which he stated: "if such famous party leaders as Mendeshuly are going to write articles and spend the press in the center in their interests, then it is necessary to open a fight against it".
The years 1928-1929 were marked by the confrontation between S. Mendeshev and the so-called “Kuramysov group”. Things got to the point that in March 1929, at a meeting of the party initiative of the city of Kzyl-Orda, I. Kuramysov made a separate report, which had the headline: «Krasnobay left swirl and the Probaisk deed of Mendeshula». The speaker criticized the letter of S. Mendeshev from 1928 to the Ural District Party Committee indicating the excesses in the ongoing confiscation, during which ordinary peasants were included in the list. The rapporteur at the same time pointed out that although the "Mendeshites" are in words engaged in leftist Red War, they are in fact secretly working against the party [42, p. 107]. 
The baton was accepted by a certain J. Sarsekuly, who on 9 April 1929, appeared on the pages of the newspaper "Enbekshі Kazaza" with a denunciation article against the "Mendeshevschina" [42. p. 107]. 
At the beginning of 1930, S. Mendeshev sent a letter to the secretary of the Kazkraikom F. Goloshchekin and the editorial board of the newspaper Sovetskaya Steppe, which indicates that “... the main group against the party leadership, against the party began to be created from the very beginning of the existence of Soviet Kazakhstan and Kazakhstan organization of our party on the part of the Alash-Orda and other national and bourgeois elements, ”and stated that in his work he always adhered to the general principles of the party, and was guided by the directives of the party bodies. F. Goloshchekin generally agreed with this position [42, p. 107-110].
3.5 S. Mendeshev's return to Kazakhstan and his career in the last years of his life.
On 29 July 1930 in connection with the resignation of N. Manaev from the post of People's Commissar of Education of the KASSR for health reasons, S. Mendeshev was appointed in his place [20, p. 252]. And on 25 December, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks), in connection with his transfer to work in Kazakhstan, released S. Mendeshev from the ECOSO of the RSFSR [44].

In February 1931, at the VIII Congress of Councils of the KASSR, S. Mendeshev was elected to the KazTsIK on the Central List [43], and on 16 February at the 1st session of the 8th convocation KTsKIK he was re-approved as the People’s Commissar of Education. At this work he was until 25 June 1933.

On 19 April 1933, the bureau of the Kazkraykom approved S. Mendeshev as the chairman of the Committee on the new Kazakh alphabet at the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, and on 25 June, the chairman of the Committee of Scientific Institutions at the Kazakh Central Executive Committee. In these positions, S. Mendeshev supervised the creation and formation of the first scientific institutions in the republic. He was a member of the commission created in 1933 to promote the creation of the history of the Civil War and the commission to organize the creation of textbooks on the history of the Kazakh people and Kazakhstan. During these years, he was elected a member of the Kazkraykom, KazTsIK and its Presidium.

January 8-16 , 1934 The VIII Kazakhstan Regional Party Conference was held in Almaty. S. Mendeshev was elected a member of the Kazkolkom at the meeting of the conference on January 16 [44, p. 343].

On January 1-8, 1935 S. Mendeshev took part in the IX Congress of Soviets of the NACSR in Alma-Ata [45, p. 910]. In total, 806 delegates with decisive votes and 98 delegates with advisory votes took part in the congress. On January 8, the Congress elected a KazTsIK of 215 members and 78 candidates, 5 representatives to the Council of Nationalities of the CEC of the USSR [46, pp. 45-53]. S. Mendeshev was elected to the KazTsIK at the congress and to the Presidium of the Kazatcom at the 1st session of the KazTsIK of the 9th convocation, held on January 9.

On February 23, 1935, at a meeting of the bureau of the Kazkraikom of the Joint Venture (b), it was decided to maintain a number of commissions and committees permanently operating under the KazTsIK. Including the Committee of Science and the Committee of the new alphabet, headed by S. Mendeshev, were to continue their work [20, p. 370].

On July 4, 1935, the Bureau of the Kazkraikom of the Joint Venture(b) approved U. Kulymbetov for the position of co-chairman of the Committee of the New Alphabet at the KazTsIK headed by S. Mendeshev [20, p. 373]. And on November 15 U. Kulymbetov was approved as the chairman of the regional committee of the new alphabet, and on November 1 S. Mendeshev, approved as a member of the Academic Council of the Kazakh branch of the USSR Academy of Sciences (Kazfan), was transferred as a member of the committee [20, pp. 375, 381].

As a member of the Presidium of the KazTsIK in 1935-1937 he participated in decision-making on pressing socio-economic and cultural-spiritual issues. In 1937, he was chairman of the Committee on Scientific Institutions under the Kazakh Central Executive Committee, and later head of the board for the protection of nature reserves and historical monuments. On September 24, 1937, S. Mendeshev was arrested as one of the leaders of the anti-Soviet organization and on February 25, 1938, was sentenced to VMN, in December 1957, rehabilitated.

CONCLUSION 

In the realization period of the project, on the basis of archival documents and periodicals collected over the past 15 years was published one scientific collection, one scientific article and 1 monograph were published on the basis of very valuable new data that had not previously been involved in scientific circulation. In these works, very valuable information about S. Mendeshev was put into scientific circulation.

Mendeshev Seitqali Mendeshevich was a prominent public and statesman and the first chairman of the Central Executive Committee of the Kazakh ASSR. A unique personality that played a major role in the formation and development of Soviet Kazakh statehood. Honored worker who contributed to the unification of all Kazakh lands into one republic.

S. Mendeshev was born in 1882 in the village Novaya Kazanca of the Bukeev Horde of Astrakhan province. In 1898-1900 he studied at the two-class school in Orda, in 1900-1903 at the Kazan Teacher Seminary. He worked as a primary school teacher in the villages of New Kazanca, khan’s rate until 1916. As a teacher, he does translation work. In 1911 a book "Infectious diseases of animals and how to deal with them" was published in Uralsk with a translation by S. Mendeshev. In 1911 he graduated from the three-month course of teachers at St. Petersburg University. In 1913 he was a delegate and a reader of a report of the All-Russian Congress of National Education Workers, which was held in the city of St. Petersburg. In 1916 he was arrested for his participation in the national liberation uprising and was imprisoned for 4 months in the Astrakhan prison. From 1916-1917 he worked as an accountant for the consumer society. In April 1917 he was a member of the secretariate of the first Kazakh Congress of Buckeev Province. At this congress he was elected a member of the Central Committee for the Management of the Kazakh People of Astrakhan Krai. From 1917 to 1918 he was a member of the Buckeev Provincial Executive Committee, then head of the Buckeev Provincial Department of Public Education, chairman of the Kamys-Samara Land Administration. Since July 1919 Head of the Department of National Education of KazrevCom. From November 1919 to January 1920, he was temporarily assuming the responsibilities of the chairman of the KazrevCom. At the founding congress of the Councils of KazASSR, which took place from 4 to 12 October 1920, he was elected a chairman of KazCIC and held this position until 19 April 1925. In 1925-1926 the Chairman of the Board of the Kazakh Regional Consumer Union. In 1926-1930 he was a member of the Economic Meeting (ECOSO) of the RSFSR in Moscow. From July 1930 to June 1933, the national committee of education of the CASSR. From 1933 to 1937 Chairman of the Committee on Scientific Institutions under KazCEC/Committee on Science under the NSC KASSR. In 1937, Head of the Department of Reserves and Protection of Monuments at the NSC of the KASSR. On September 24, 1937, S.Mendeshev was arrested and sentenced to capital punishment on 25 February 1938. He was rehabilitated in December 1957. 

In 1903-1916 S. Mendeshev carried out revolutionary propaganda work of an educational nature among Kazakhs of the Bukeev Horde, participated in the organization of secret meetings of the Kazakh professional class (middle class). He participated in the national liberation uprising of 1916. After the February Revolution of 1917 in Khan Orda he was engaged in agitation work of the revolutionary direction and was one of the organizers of the first Kazakh Congress of Bukeev Province. From 1920 to 1925 he was elected the Chairman of KazCEC 4 times in succession, and made an invaluable contribution to the formation and development of Soviet Kazakh statehood. In 1920-1921, under famine in the Kazakh steppe, he organized a commission to combat hunger and contributed to saving the population from hunger. He worked on the course of unification of Kazakh lands into one republic. 

We believe that the main documents concerning Seitkali Mendeshev were published in the scientific collection and monograph published during the implementation of the research project, and his personality was revealed in detail.
